It astonishes me how you can read a verse for decades, know it inside out, have it 
memorised, think about it half a dozen times a week, hear it in a thousand teachings, 
and yet not understand what it's saying. 

 
1 John 3:2 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 
be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see 
him as he is. 

 
It says now are we the sons of God. It doesn't say then we will be the sons of God, it 
says now. The word says that when Jesus Christ comes back we will see him as he 
is. 
 

1 John 3:1,2 
Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should 
be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew 
him not. 
 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 
be: but we know that, when he [Jesus Christ] shall appear [at the return], we shall 
be like him; for we shall see him as he is. 

 
We will see him as he is, not as he was. We shall see him as he is because at the 
return we will be like him. We will have the same kind of body then as he has now. 
 

Philippians 3:20,21 
For our conversation [politeuma - citizenship] is in heaven; from whence also we 
look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 
 
Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious 
body, according to the working [energeia - energising] whereby he is able even to 
subdue all things unto himself. 

 
I've had the hazy notion that when Jesus Christ returns and I get my new body that 
I'm somehow going to be different. I've unconsciously thought that a new body 
meant I was going to be someone else, that I wouldn't really be me any longer. This 
just isn't the case, and a brief look at Jesus Christ in his resurrected body should 
clear this up for us. 
 

John 20:11-17 
But Mary stood without at the sepulchre weeping: and as she wept, she stooped 
down, and looked into the sepulchre, 



 

And seeth two angels in white sitting, the one at the head, and the other at the 
feet, where the body of Jesus had lain. 
 
And they say unto her, Woman, why weepest thou? She saith unto them, 
Because they have taken away my Lord, and I know not where they have laid him. 
 
And when she had thus said, she turned herself back, and saw Jesus standing, 
and knew not that it was Jesus. 
 
Jesus saith unto her, Woman, why weepest thou? whom seekest thou? She, 
supposing him to be the gardener, saith unto him, Sir, if thou have borne him 
hence, tell me where thou hast laid him, and I will take him away. 
 
Jesus saith unto her, Mary. She turned herself, and saith unto him, Rabboni; 
which is to say, Master. 
 
Jesus saith unto her, Touch me not; for I am not yet ascended to my Father: but 
go to my brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; 
and to my God, and your God. 

 
Here is Jesus Christ in his resurrected body. He has just been raised from the dead. 
Did he know who he was? Yes, he did. Did he know who Mary was? Yes, he did. 
The point is, Jesus Christ was the same person after his resurrection as he was 
before his death. He still had all his own thoughts and memories. He was the same 
man. The only thing that had changed was the body he was living in. 
 

John 20:19-22 
Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors 
were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear of the Jews [Judeans], 
came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you. 
 
And when he had so said, he shewed unto them his hands and his side. Then 
were the disciples glad, when they saw the Lord. 
 
Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, 
even so send I you. 
 
And when he had said this, he breathed on [in] them, and saith unto them, 
Receive ye the Holy Ghost [holy spirit]: 

 
Did Jesus Christ know who the disciples were? Yes, he did. He was still Jesus. He 
had not lost any of his memories or thoughts. He knew who everyone was and 
everyone knew who he was. 
 

John 21:1-14 
After these things Jesus shewed himself again to the disciples at the sea of 
Tiberias; and on this wise shewed he himself. 
 
There were together Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of 
Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two other of his disciples. 



 

 
Simon Peter saith unto them, I go a fishing. They say unto him, We also go with 
thee. They went forth, and entered into a ship immediately; and that night they 
caught nothing. 
 
But when the morning was now come, Jesus stood on the shore: but the disciples 
knew not that it was Jesus. 
 
Then Jesus saith unto them, Children, have ye any meat? They answered him, 
No. 
 
And he said unto them, Cast the net on the right side of the ship, and ye shall find. 
They cast therefore, and now they were not able to draw it for the multitude of 
fishes. 
 
Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved saith unto Peter, It is the Lord. Now 
when Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he girt his fisher's coat unto him, (for 
he was naked,) and did cast himself into the sea. 
 
And the other disciples came in a little ship; (for they were not far from land, but as 
it were two hundred cubits,) dragging the net with fishes. 
 
As soon then as they were come to land, they saw a fire of coals there, and fish 
laid thereon, and bread. 
 
Jesus saith unto them, Bring of the fish which ye have now caught. 
 
Simon Peter went up, and drew the net to land full of great fishes, an hundred and 
fifty and three: and for all there were so many, yet was not the net broken. 
 
Jesus saith unto them, Come and dine. And none of the disciples durst ask him, 
Who art thou? knowing that it was the Lord. 
 
Jesus then cometh, and taketh bread, and giveth them, and fish likewise. 
 
This is now the third time that Jesus shewed himself to his disciples, after that he 
was risen from the dead. 

 
Was Jesus Christ a different person in his resurrected body? No, he wasn't. Don't 
ask me how God can take the consciousness of a man from a dead body and place 
it into a new body, I have no idea, but he did it with Jesus Christ and he is going to 
do it for us as well. 
 

Philippians 3:20,21 
For our conversation [politeuma - citizenship] is in heaven; from whence also we 
look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 
 
Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious 
body, according to the working [energeia - energising] whereby he is able even to 
subdue all things unto himself. 



 

 
When Jesus Christ comes back for us, we will all be changed, yes, but that's 
referring to our bodies, not who we are. At the return I will still be George. We will all 
be ourselves, we will all know who we are. I will know who I am and so will everyone 
else. I will have all my memories and thoughts, and so will everyone else. 
 

That's why I am God's son now, not at the return. I'm me now and I will still be me at 
the return. So will you. That's why we are sons of God now, not later, not after we're 
dead, not at the return, but right now. We will never be someone else, not even at 
the return. 
 

1 John 3:2 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 
be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see 
him as he is. 

 
I'm George now and I will be George for eternity. 
 

1 Thessalonians 4:16-18 
For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the 
archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: 
 
Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the 
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 
 
Wherefore comfort one another with these words. 
 

Right now I am a son of God, not later, not after I'm dead, not at the return, but right 
now. At the return I will still be me. I have eternal life. I am going to live forever. So 
are you. 
 

Romans 8:38,39 
For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor 
powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 
 
Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from 
the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Diplomatic Immunity 
 
 
 
 
 
After publishing the last chapter, I thought I was done with 1 John 3, but no, there's 
more light coming from it. 
 

1 John 3:2 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 
be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see 
him as he is. 

 
It says now are we the sons of God. It doesn't say then we will be the sons of God, it 
says now. How exactly are we sons of God now? 
 

1 Peter 1:23 
Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, 
which liveth and abideth for ever. 

 
We are sons and daughters of God now because we are born again and have the 
spirit of Christ in us, which is incorruptible seed. Corruptible seed is seed that will 
die. Incorruptible seed is seed which will never die. Incorruptible seed is eternal life. 
 

Romans 6:23 
For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus 
Christ our Lord. 

 
We are sons of God now because we have eternal life, because we are born of 
incorruptible seed. 
 

Romans 8:16 
The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God: 
 
Galatians 4:6,7 
And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your 
hearts, crying, Abba, Father. 
 
Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God 
through Christ. 

 
When were we made sons of God? When did we receive eternal life? Will it be at 
some time in the future? Will it be when Jesus Christ comes back for us? No, we 
were made sons of God at the time of the new birth. That was when we received 
eternal life. Now read 1 John again. 

 
1 John 3:2 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 



 

be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see 
him as he is. 

 
When are we the sons of God? At the return? No, we are sons of God right now. I 
have eternal life right now. Eternal life isn't something I get at the return, it's 
something I have right now. When I got up this morning, I had eternal life. This life 
I'm now living every day is part of my eternal life. My eternal life doesn't begin at the 
return, it began when I was born again, when I was born of incorruptible seed. For 
me that was 40 years ago in the Gulf of Aqaba, sailing up the Red Sea. For the last 
40 years I have been living my eternal life. When I got up this morning, I was living 
my eternal life. Every breath I breathe is part of my eternal life. I'm living eternal life 
right now. Not one minute of my life is wasted, not one second of it, it's all part of my 
eternal life. I'm not losing anything of any value in this life, because everything I do is 
part of my eternal life. At the return, I will remember everything I'm doing now 
because I'm a son of God now and I have eternal life now. 
 
We don't receive eternal life at the return, we receive a new body, that's all. When 
we get that new body, we will still be who we are now. I will still be George in that 
new body. You will still be who you are in that new body. We are sons of God now, 
we have eternal life now, not at the return, not when we get our new bodies, but right 
now. 
 
All my life I've thought that one day I was going to have eternal life. This is just not 
true. It's not what the word teaches. I'm not getting eternal life at the return, I'm 
getting a new body in which to continue living my eternal life. I'm not going to be 
someone else when that happens, I will still be George, I will still be me. One day 
this body will be replaced with a new body so I'll be able to continue living my eternal 
life. If this body dies in the meantime, I'll get to enjoy a good sleep until my new body 
comes along. That's why Paul refers to death as sleep. It isn't death for us as sons of 
God, it's sleep, a sleep from which we will awake. 
 

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 
But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are 
asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope. 
 
For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in 
Jesus will God bring with him. 
 
For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are 
alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent [precede] them 
which are asleep. 
 
For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the 
archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: 
 
Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the 
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 
 
Wherefore comfort one another with these words. 

 



 

For years I've been bugged by the words from a song in a church hymn book, a song 
that is well known around the world. I never liked singing it because it always made 
me cringe inside. Well, anything religious makes me cringe inside, but this song 
really had me scratching my head. There was something about it I just did not like, 
but I could never put my finger on it. 
 
For the last week, for some reason, the words from that song have been in my head. 
Try as I might, I just couldn't shake them, I couldn't get them out of my head. They 
were even there in the mornings when I woke up. I didn't realise it was God trying to 
teach me something, but there you go, I'm human. While walking along the coast 
yesterday, thinking about this chapter, the words were there in my head again and I 
suddenly realised why they make me cringe. Here are the words. 
 

This world is not my home, I'm just a passing through, 
My treasures are laid up, somewhere beyond the blue. 

 
First of all, were these words written from the vantage point of a super conqueror, 
someone living on his high places? No, they were not. Were these words written by 
someone who was prevailing in life, someone who was living the more abundant 
life? No, they were not. These words were penned by someone who was wishing he 
wasn't here. No wonder this song made me cringe inside. It's religious shite. 
 
I don't know about you, or the dickhead who wrote that song, but I'm living here in 
this world. If you're not living here, where are you? On Mars? This world will be my 
home as long as I live here. It may be temporary accommodation, but it's still my 
home for the time being. I'm a son of God right now. I have eternal life right now. I'm 
living my eternal life as a son of God right now. I'm not crying my eyes out wishing I 
wasn't here because my life is so shit. I'm enjoying my eternal life, every single day 
of it, and as long as I breathe in this body, this world will be my home. 
 
Folks, it's time to scrape a little more religious poo from our brains and look at 1 John 
with enlightened eyes. 
 

1 John 3:2 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 
be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see 
him as he is. 

 
When are we the sons of God? At some point in the future? No, right now. I am 
George, I live in this world, and right now I'm living my life as a son of God. It isn't 
something that happens at the return, it's something that happened when I was born 
again over 40 years ago. I'm living my eternal life right now. Right now I am George. 
I'm sitting at my computer, looking at the screen. I'm me, right now. I've been me all 
my life. Well, at the return I'm still going to be me. I'm not going to be someone else. 
I have eternal life right now. So do you. God, the creator of the heavens and the 
earth is quite happy spending eternity with me for company. My body isn't going to 
live forever, but I am, and God is quite happy having me as a child. He says so in 
Ephesians. It was his good pleasure to make me his son. 
 



 

Ephesians 1:4,5 
According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we 
should be holy and without blame before him in love: 
 
Having predestinated us unto the adoption [sonship] of children by Jesus Christ to 
himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, 

 
Now, although this world is our home for now, our citizenship is in heaven. 
 

Philippians 3:20 
For our conversation [politeuma - citizenship] is in heaven; from whence also we 
look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 

 
As sons of God we are citizens of heaven, but we won't get to live there until Jesus 
Christ returns and we get our new bodies. In the meantime, we live here on earth. 
We are not citizens of earth, we are citizens of heaven, but we live here on earth. 
 
Now here's the thing. We're citizens of heaven, we're sons of God, we have eternal 
life, and yet we're still living here in this world. The devil is the god of this world. He 
doesn't like us living in his world. I don't particularly like him much either. So how 
does God protect us from the devil while we live here? Job gives us a clue. 
 

Job 1:9,10 
Then Satan answered the LORD, and said, Doth Job fear God for nought? 
 
Hast not thou made an hedge about him, and about his house, and about all that 
he hath on every side? thou hast blessed the work of his hands, and his 
substance is increased in the land. 

 
That hedge of protection that was around Job, what exactly was it? In our day and 
time, during this Age of Grace, we can refer to that hedge of protection around us 
more appropriately as diplomatic immunity. We have diplomatic immunity because 
we are ambassadors for Christ. 
 

2 Corinthians 5:20 
Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: 
we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God. 

 
We need to stop here and think about this. We are citizens of heaven, yes, but while 
we are living here on earth we are ambassadors for Christ. Do ambassadors live in 
their own countries? No, they don't, they live in foreign countries. Does the amb-
assador for the United States of America to a foreign country live in the United 
States of America? No, he doesn't, he lives in the foreign country in which he serves. 
That's why he is an ambassador. If he lived in his own country, he wouldn't be an 
ambassador to anyone, would he? 
 
Where does the American ambassador to Russia live? In America? No, he lives in 
Russia. Where do all Jesus Christ's ambassadors live? In heaven? No, here on 
earth. As long as we live in these earthly bodies, as long as we live here on earth, 
we are ambassadors for Jesus Christ. The moment I was born again, I began living 



 

my eternal life, that's when I became an ambassador for Jesus Christ. I'm living my 
eternal life right now as an ambassador in a foreign world. 
 
We are living our eternal life right now. We are sons of God right now. Our 
citizenship is in heaven right now. We are ambassadors for Christ right now. This 
earth is our home right now, but only for as long as we live here. While we live here, 
we are ambassadors for Christ. 
 
What benefits do ambassadors enjoy? They are citizens of their own countries, not 
citizens of the countries they serve in, so they enjoy all the rights of the country of 
which they are a citizen. Our citizenship is in heaven, we are not citizens of earth. 
The American ambassador to Russia enjoys all the benefits of being an American 
citizen. As ambassadors for Christ, we get to enjoy all the benefits of being a citizen 
of heaven, and that includes diplomatic immunity. 
 
As citizens of heaven we have diplomatic immunity from the god of this world. Want 
a new sonship right? Here you go then, we have the right to diplomatic immunity 
from the god of this world. 
 
Job did not have diplomatic immunity because he wasn't a citizen of heaven, but he 
did have a hedge of protection around him. Before the day of Pentecost, the 
believers needed that hedge of protection, and it was provided by the tithe. In our 
day and time, in this Age of Grace, as citizens of heaven, we have protection through 
our diplomatic immunity. How else could we live safely in this world? 
 
Now yes, the devil did get through that hedge around Job, he did breach his 
protection, so there are conditions to enjoying our diplomatic immunity. If the 
American ambassador to Russia broke the conditions of his diplomatic immunity by 
breaking laws while serving in Russia, he would have consequences to deal with. 
Diplomatic immunity does not give ambassadors the right to break with impunity the 
laws of the countries in which they serve. While we serve here in this world as 
ambassadors for Christ there are conditions to our diplomatic immunity. We do not 
have the right to break the word knowingly and willingly without compromising our 
diplomatic immunity. 
 
Things that will compromise our diplomatic immunity have been covered in great 
depth in my two classes, Walking by the Spirit and Teachings in the Key of Life. Stuff 
like fear, witchcraft, homosexuality, stealing, lying, robbing God by refusing to tithe, 
adultery, and idolatry will compromise your diplomatic immunity. We have to live the 
word. It's not difficult to live the word, and this is not difficult to understand. 
 
The devil is the god of this world. As sons of God we live in a dark world whose god 
is the devil. As ambassadors for Christ, we have the right and the authority to teach 
the word and raise people from the dead. We have the right to diplomatic immunity 
from the god of this world as we serve as ambassadors for Christ. 
 

Romans 8:31-39 
What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? 
 



 

He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not 
with him also freely give us all things? 
 
Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth. 
 
Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, 
who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us. 
 
Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or 
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 
 
As it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; we are accounted as 
sheep for the slaughter. 
 
Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. 
 
For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor 
powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 
 
Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from 
the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

 
As citizens of heaven we shine as lights as we serve as ambassadors for Christ in 
this hell world, raising people from the dead and freeing them from the god of this 
world.

Strong in Believing 
 
 
 
 
 
The other morning I was sent a text message with a link to a teaching entitled Strong 
in Faith. As soon as I read the title, I sighed, because the title of the teaching makes 
no sense. 
 

The phrase 'strong in faith' only occurs once in the entire bible. 
 

Romans 4:20 
He [Abraham] staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was 
strong in faith, giving glory to God; 

 
It says Abraham was strong in faith, but that just can't be, because before Jesus 
Christ there was no such thing as faith. 
 

Galatians 3:23-25 
But before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith which 
should afterwards be revealed. 
 
Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto [until] Christ, that we 
might be justified by faith. 
 
But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster. 

 
The word faith is only used twice in the old testament and in both cases it is a wrong 
translation from words meaning trustworthy and faithful. The word faith is not used 
anywhere in the old testament. Go and look. Faith came with Jesus Christ. Look 
again at Romans. 
 

Romans 4:20 
He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith 
[pistis, believing], giving glory to God; 

 
Here faith is contrasted with unbelief, but the opposite of unbelief isn't faith, it's 
believing. Faith came with Jesus Christ, so it is impossible for anyone in the old 
testament to have had faith, and that includes Abraham. 
 

So what is faith? It is translated from the Greek word pistis which means to believe. 
Pistis could always be translated as believe. However, to distinguish between the 
perfect believing of Jesus Christ, and our believing which is far from perfect, we refer 
to Jesus Christ's believing as faith. Before Jesus Christ, there was no faith, no 
perfect believing of Jesus Christ, so it would have been impossible for Abraham to 
have been strong in faith. Abraham was strong in believing. 
 



 

The Greek word pistis always refers to either human believing or the perfect 
believing of Jesus Christ. As they are both translated from the same word, the 
context in which they are set determines their meaning. 
 

When people think of moving mountains, they usually assume it's something they 
can't do because it requires some mysterious magical formula called faith. No, it 
doesn't. Faith has nothing whatsoever to do with it. The bible doesn't say it takes 
faith to move mountains. 
 

Mark 11:23 
For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou 
removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall 
believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have 
whatsoever he saith. 

 
It doesn't say faith here, does it? Faith is something Jesus Christ did, believing is 
something we can do. It says we are to believe, and that's accurate. It isn't faith that 
moves mountains, it's our believing. 
 

Mark 11:23 
For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou 
removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but 
shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have 
whatsoever he saith. 

 
On the day of Pentecost, the gift of holy spirit was first made available. It was made 
available by the faith of Jesus Christ. Faith isn't something we do, it's something that 
was done for us. Faith isn't something we practice and develop to become strong in, 
it's something Jesus Christ did for us. 
 

Romans 3:21,22 
But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed 
by the law and the prophets; 
 
Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon 
all them that believe: for there is no difference: 

 
The righteousness of God is something we freely receive because it was made 
available by the faith of Jesus Christ. Faith isn't something we do, it's something that 
Jesus Christ did. 
 

When reading the bible, it is generally easy to see where pistis should be translated 
as believing rather than faith. Faith was something Jesus Christ did, and it simply 
refers to his perfect believing. Our believing isn't perfect, so whenever faith is 
attributed to men and women in the bible, it's believing, not faith. 
 

Romans 1:8 
First, I thank my God through Jesus Christ for you all, that your faith [believing] is 
spoken of throughout the whole world. 

 



 

Did these people have faith? No, it was their believing that was spoken of throughout 
the whole world. Whole sections of the word will now make complete sense. 
 

Romans 3:20-22 
Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for 
by the law is the knowledge of sin. 
 
But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed 
by the law and the prophets; 
 
Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon 
all them that believe: for there is no difference: 

 
Our righteousness, our justification, the gift of holy spirit, our eternal life is something 
Jesus Christ believed for us to have. It was his perfect believing, his faith that 
reconciled us back to God. 
 

1 Corinthians 2:4,5 
And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man's wisdom, 
but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power: 
 
That your faith [believing] should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power 
of God. 

 
Is faith something we do? No, faith is something Jesus Christ did, so faith here 
should be translated as believing. It is our believing that should not stand in the 
wisdom of men but in the power of God. 
 

Do you know what the power of God is? It's the power in the gift of holy spirit, it's the 
power to energise that gift and speak in tongues. Our believing doesn't stand in 
worldly wisdom of men, it stands in energising the gift of holy spirit and 
demonstrating God's power. It takes believing to speak in tongues and demonstrate 
God's power, and we can do it because of the faith of Jesus Christ. 
 

If you want to be strong in something, the word tells us what we can be strong in. 
 

Ephesians 6:10 
Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. 

 
Ephesians tells us to be strong in the Lord, not strong in faith. Our Lord is the Lord 
Jesus Christ. We are to be strong in our Lord Jesus Christ. To be strong in the Lord 
is to walk by the spirit with Christ as our head. If you want to move mountains, forget 
about being strong in faith, rather, believe and get that power of God energised. 
 

Mark 11:23,24 
For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou 
removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall 
believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have 
whatsoever he saith. 
 



 

Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe 
that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.

Living Waters 
 
 
 
 
 
Let's visit an old friend, put our feet up by the warm fire of God's word, and enjoy a 
refreshing cup of living waters. 
 

John 7:38,39 
He that believeth on me [Jesus Christ], as the scripture hath said, out of his belly 
shall flow rivers of living water. 
 
(But this spake he of the Spirit [spirit], which they that believe on him should 
receive: for the Holy Ghost [holy spirit] was not yet given; because that Jesus was 
not yet glorified.) 

 
Jesus Christ was referring to the gift of holy spirit which he was going to make 
available and which would be with them on the Day of Pentecost. 
 

Acts 2:4 
And they were all filled [plethō] with the Holy Ghost [holy spirit], and began to 
speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 

 
This speaking in tongues, this plethō, this manifestation of the gift of holy spirit, is 
what Jesus Christ prophesied of when he referred to rivers of living water flowing out 
of people. 
 
Those men didn't literally have water flowing out of them when they spoke in 
tongues, so living waters therefore is a figure of speech referring to spiritual energy. 
Living waters is something spiritual. As we speak in tongues, spiritual power from the 
fountain overflows out of us into the physical realm. That's the flowing of living 
waters, and God is the fountain, the source of our spiritual energy. 
 
The devil doesn't like the fountain of living waters overflowing out of people into the 
world, so he does everything he can to cut off the flow. He has two ways of doing 
this. 
 

Jeremiah 2:13 
For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of 
living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no 
water. 

 
A cistern is something man makes to hold water. If our spiritual supply is God, a 
fountain, there is no need for a cistern. There is no need for men to construct 
systems into which to place their religions. There is absolutely no requirement for 
men to build churches, ministries, and organisations to put their religions into, yet 
that is what men do. 
 
 



 

Judges 17:1,5 
And there was a man of mount Ephraim, whose name was Micah. 
 
And the man Micah had an house of gods, and made an ephod, and teraphim, 
and consecrated one of his sons, who became his priest. 

 
Micah was religious. He would have known his bible. He probably went to church 
every week and prayed every day. It's likely he spoke the word to anyone who would 
listen. I'll bet he sang his heart out to God all the time. He would have been 
wonderfully sincere and religious, a man who smiled everywhere he went and helped 
people as much as he could. In fact, he had such an important work going that he 
constructed a broken cistern to put his religion into. He moved his gods into their 
comfy new home, paid one of his sons to be his priest, and when a Levite later came 
along, he hired him as well. 
 

Judges 17:7-12 
And there was a young man out of Bethlehemjudah of the family of Judah, 
who was a Levite, and he sojourned there. 
 
And the man departed out of the city from Bethlehemjudah to sojourn where he 
could find a place: and he came to mount Ephraim to the house of Micah, as he 
journeyed. 
 
And Micah said unto him, Whence comest thou? And he said unto him, I am a 
Levite of Bethlehemjudah, and I go to sojourn where I may find a place. 
 
And Micah said unto him, Dwell with me, and be unto me a father and a priest, 
and I will give thee ten shekels of silver by the year, and a suit of apparel, and thy 
victuals. So the Levite went in. 
 
And the Levite was content to dwell with the man; and the young man was unto 
him as one of his sons. 
 
And Micah consecrated the Levite; and the young man became his priest, and 
was in the house of Micah. 

 
There is quite a religion going here, hey. Consecrating a priest was a major religious 
ceremony. I'll bet folks from all around the area flocked to his church services. A 
short time later, the tribe of Dan came along, checked over Micah's religion, liked 
what they saw, and decided to have it for themselves. A ready made church, no 
need to go shopping for one. 
 

Judges 18:2-4 
And the children of Dan sent of their family five men from their coasts, men of 
valour, from Zorah, and from Eshtaol, to spy out the land, and to search it; and 
they said unto them, Go, search the land: who when they came to mount Ephraim, 
to the house of Micah, they lodged there. 
 



 

When they were by the house of Micah, they knew the voice of the young man the 
Levite: and they turned in thither, and said unto him, Who brought thee hither? 
and what makest thou in this place? and what hast thou here? 
 
And he said unto them, Thus and thus dealeth Micah with me, and hath hired me, 
and I am his priest. 

 
Judges 18:17-19 
And the five men that went to spy out the land went up, and came in 
thither, and took the graven image, and the ephod, and the teraphim, and the 
molten image: and the priest stood in the entering of the gate with the six hundred 
men that were appointed with weapons of war. 
 
And these went into Micah's house, and fetched the carved image, the ephod, and 
the teraphim, and the molten image. Then said the priest unto them, What do ye? 
 
And they said unto him, Hold thy peace, lay thine hand upon thy mouth, and go 
with us, and be to us a father and a priest: is it better for thee to be a priest unto 
the house of one man, or that thou be a priest unto a tribe and a family in Israel? 

 
Judges 18:30,31 
And the children of Dan set up the graven image: and Jonathan, the son of 
Gershom, the son of Manasseh, he and his sons were priests to the tribe of Dan 
until the day of the captivity of the land. 
 
And they set them up Micah's graven image, which he made, all the time that the 
house of God was in Shiloh. 

 
The house of God was in Shiloh through the reign of King David, a period of around 
400 years. So the tribe of Dan established itself around Micah's idolatrous religion. It 
was this evil that was responsible for Dan being omitted from the tribes of Israel 
mentioned in the book of Revelation. 
 

Revelation 7:4-8 
And I heard the number of them which were sealed: and there were sealed an 
hundred and forty and four thousand of all the tribes of the children of Israel. 
 
Of the tribe of Juda were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Reuben were 
sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Gad were sealed twelve thousand. 
 
Of the tribe of Aser were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Nepthalim were 
sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Manasses were sealed twelve thousand. 
 
Of the tribe of Simeon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Levi were 
sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Issachar were sealed twelve thousand. 
 
Of the tribe of Zabulon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Joseph were 
sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Benjamin were sealed twelve thousand. 

 



 

When John Wesley began his ministry, he galloped around the countryside on 
horseback, teaching to crowds in open fields and huge barns. His ministry was 
powerful and it set people free, so why did he then feel compelled to start con-
structing chapels all over the place to put his religion into? Same reason as Micah. 
As a consequence, another dry horseshit broken cistern was hewn out, that which 
we now know as the Methodist church. 
 
You can't take a fountain and put it into a cistern. You can't take God and put him 
into a religion. Yet that is what men spend their lives trying to do. Hey, I'm not con-
demning anyone, I tried to do it for most of my life as well. I've just learned a better 
way. 
 
In the old testament, God did indeed live in temples made with hands. This can be 
seen at the dedication of Solomon's temple, when God moved out of the tabernacle 
and moved into his new temple. 
 

1 Kings 8:10-13 
And it came to pass, when the priests were come out of the holy place, that the 
cloud filled the house of the LORD, 
 
So that the priests could not stand to minister because of the cloud: for the glory 
of the LORD had filled the house of the LORD. 
 
Then spake Solomon, The LORD said that he would dwell in the thick darkness. 
 
I have surely built thee an house to dwell in, a settled place for thee to abide in for 
ever. 

 
Solomon thought his temple would stand forever. Yeah right, as we know Israel 
turned their backs on God, and during the reign of Nebuchadnezzar, Jerusalem was 
attacked by his military forces. When the walls were breached, the city and the 
temple were destroyed, and many of the people were dragged off to exile. Many 
years later, following a decree from Cyrus the Great, a few of those Judean exiles 
returned to Jerusalem and began to construct a second temple on the site of where 
Solomon's temple once stood. This is recorded in Ezra. 
 

Ezra 3:8-13 
Now in the second year of their coming unto the house of God at Jerusalem, in 
the second month, began Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and Jeshua the son of 
Jozadak, and the remnant of their brethren the priests and the Levites, and all 
they that were come out of the captivity unto Jerusalem; and appointed the 
Levites, from twenty years old and upward, to set forward the work of the house of 
the LORD. 
 
Then stood Jeshua with his sons and his brethren, Kadmiel and his sons, the sons 
of Judah, together, to set forward the workmen in the house of God: the sons of 
Henadad, with their sons and their brethren the Levites. 
 



 

And when the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD, they set the 
priests in their apparel with trumpets, and the Levites the sons of Asaph with 
cymbals, to praise the LORD, after the ordinance of David king of Israel. 
 
And they sang together by course in praising and giving thanks unto the LORD; 
because he is good, for his mercy endureth for ever toward Israel. And all the 
people shouted with a great shout, when they praised the LORD, because the 
foundation of the house of the LORD was laid. 
 
But many of the priests and Levites and chief of the fathers, who were ancient 
men, that had seen the first house, when the foundation of this house was laid 
before their eyes, wept with a loud voice; and many shouted aloud for joy: 
 
So that the people could not discern the noise of the shout of joy from the noise of 
the weeping of the people: for the people shouted with a loud shout, and the noise 
was heard afar off. 

 
Some of the oldest men there had seen Solomon's temple. They had seen it 
destroyed. They had lived through that time. They were now watching the found-
ations of a new temple being laid, and they were overcome with emotion. Well, I 
know exactly what they felt, because I'm experiencing the same thing. I've seen the 
body of Christ flourish. I was there when the word lived in believers in over 120 
countries worldwide. I was part of a ministry of worldwide home churches, and knew 
of many cities around the world with over 100 active home churches in them. 
Kinshasa in Africa had 180 active home churches in the city at one time. There were 
over 120 active home churches in the United Kingdom. People were living the word, 
the blind were getting their sight back, people were throwing away their crutches, I 
even heard of one person being totally cured of AIDs. The late 1970s and the early 
1980s was a powerful time to be alive. 
 
I was also there when Dr Wierwille died. I can remember receiving the letter sent to 
the entire ministry from the headquarters of the Way International announcing his 
death in May 1985. I then saw his ministry splinter as men fought for the presidency 
and broke away to form their own ministries, taking much people and their tithe 
money with them. I lived through it, I saw it, I experienced it, I was there. I was a part 
of one or two of those splinter groups, but eventually went back to the original 
ministry. I couldn't believe what I saw. It took the devil just 10 years to totally destroy 
Dr Wierwille's ministry worldwide and turn the whole thing into bickering factions of 
broken cisterns. Just 10 years. I tell you, that fucker is good, he's really good at what 
he does. 
 
Although I lived through that time and saw the destruction, I'm now seeing the 
foundations of the body of Christ being laid again, and I can tell you, it's powerfully 
emotional. The future is in home churches that are self governing, self propagating 
and self supporting. 
 
Yes, God did live in temples made with hands during the old testament, but he 
moved home on the day of Pentecost and he now lives within each of us. As we 
energise the gift of holy spirit by speaking in tongues, his living waters flow out of us 



 

into the senses realm. How can you take the flowing of spiritual power and put it into 
something that man builds? Religion is absurd. 
 

1 Corinthians 3:16 
Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in 
you? 
 
1 Corinthians 6:19 
What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost [holy 
spirit] which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own? 

 
Anything man builds to contain his religion is a broken cistern, and that's evil. 
Building a religion, a ministry, or any other religious organisation complete with 
layers of leadership in an attempt to control the body of Christ is men putting their 
trust in the work of their own hands, and that's evil. 
 

Jeremiah 2:13 
For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of 
living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no 
water. 

 
Living waters is something that flows out of us from the Christ in us, it's not some-
thing you stick in a fucking church. People are the church, not any organisation or 
ministry built by men. Living waters flow out of us into the senses realm from the 
Christ in us. You can't contain that in a religion, you can't put that into a building or 
organisation. What we need are home churches, home families where people can 
learn to walk by the spirit with God's living waters flowing from them.

A friend was round for tea, and she rubbed her eye, mentioned that it was bothering 
her. Didn't feel any compassion to minister, so I let it go. Later, she mentioned in a 
text that she'd had laser eye surgery before, which had fixed her eyes. She also told 
me she knew the warning signs, that she had everything under control, and that she 
wouldn't ignore any problems should they arise. 
 
Well, I thought about that, and it reminded me of an old woman in the village years 
earlier who had a serious eye infection. She was a staunch Free Church woman, 
went to church every week her whole life, and there she was, wandering around the 
village with a huge bandage over her eye. I believe all she needed was 
antibiotics. Whenever anyone asked her about it, she told them that God was going 
to heal her. 
 
She died. 
 
Anyway, this was in the back of my mind all afternoon, and eventually I asked God 
about it. I'd not felt any compassion inside, so there had been no green light to 
minister, I knew that, but was there anything else I could do? His short reply rocked 
my world, and left me in a state of stunned wonder. This is game changing, so listen 
up, this is going to set a lot of people free from a lot of mental and medical 
dungeons. Here's what he said. 
 

Would Jesus Christ have fed the five thousand if there had been a shop nearby? 
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Paulôs Thorn in the Flesh 
 
 
 
 
 
There have been tens of thousands of teachings on Paul's thorn in the flesh over the 
centuries, offering hundreds of speculative theories on what Paul's thorn in the flesh 
was. The subject has been debated to death. This is remarkable when you consider 
that not one scripture from Genesis to Revelation is of any private interpretation. 
 

2 Peter 1:20 
Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private [idios - one's 
own] interpretation. 

 
Being of no private interpretation, the bible is therefore not open to debate. That's it, 
end of story. No man or woman on the planet has the right to debate the bible. That's 
what it says in Peter. 
 

2 Peter 1:20 
Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private [idios - one's 
own] interpretation. 

 
If the bible is not open to interpretation or debate, then it must interpret itself, and this 
is indeed the case with Paul's thorn in the flesh. The bible clearly tells us what it was. 
Let's read it. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:7-9 
And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the 
revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to 
buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 
 
For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 
 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
Until this morning, my understanding of these verses has been that Paul complained 
about all the beatings he was getting and God told him to shut up, smile and put up 
with it. That has never made any sense to me. How is that being more than a con-
queror? First, let's deal with Paul's thorn in the flesh. We'll handle the rest in the next 
chapter. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:7 
And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the 
revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to 
buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 

 



 

Does this verse tell us what Paul's thorn in the flesh was? No, it doesn't. All scripture 
interprets itself either in the verse, in the context, or where it has been used before. 
Paul's thorn in the flesh is not explained in the verse. Nor is it explained in either the 
immediate or remote context. You can read all of Paul's epistles and you will not find 
Paul's thorn in the flesh explained anywhere. I suppose that's why men think they 
have the right to debate this. Well, they don't. If scripture does not interpret itself in 
the verse or in the context, it will always interpret itself where it has been used 
before. 
 

This makes sense. If God calls a monkey a monkey today, will he call it an 
elephant tomorrow? No, see, that's absurd. 
 

Numbers 33:55 
But if ye will not drive out the inhabitants of the land from before you; then it shall 
come to pass, that those which ye let remain of them shall be pricks in your eyes, 
and thorns in your sides, and shall vex you in the land wherein ye dwell. 

 
What does God say those religious people with their pagan gods would be if his 
people didn't drive them out from among them? Pricks in their eyes and thorns in 
their sides, right? So if God called those pagans a thorn in the flesh back then, what 
would a thorn in the flesh be a few thousand years later when Paul was around? 
Elephants? No, see that's absurd. Paul's thorn in the flesh was religious nuts, just 
like those pagans back in Moses' day. Here is this truth established in Joshua, when 
God for a second time warned his people about mixing with pagans. 
 

Joshua 23:13 
Know for a certainty that the LORD your God will no more drive out any of these 
nations from before you; but they shall be snares and traps unto you, and 
scourges in your sides, and thorns in your eyes, until ye perish from off this good 
land which the LORD your God hath given you. 

 
So what was Paul's thorn in the flesh? Health problems? He was blind? He was 
crippled? No, his thorn in the flesh was religious nuts. We can see some of this in 2 
Corinthians. 
 

2 Corinthians 11:24,25 
Of the Jews [Judeans] five times received I forty stripes save one. 
 
Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I stoned, thrice I suffered shipwreck, a 
night and a day I have been in the deep; 

 
Who whipped Paul five times? Religious nuts. Who beat him with heavy wooden 
rods three times? Religious nuts. Who stoned him and left him for dead in Acts 
14? Religious nuts. So what was Paul's thorn in the flesh? This isn't difficult, is it? 
 

While we're here, is there anything else we can learn for this? Oh yes, plenty. How 
about disassociating ourselves from religious nuts? If we don't, they will be thorns in 
our flesh and pricks in our eyes. Religious nuts are not good for our mental and 
physical well being. 
 



 

2 Corinthians 6:14-18 
Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers [religious nuts]: for what 
fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath 
light with darkness? 
 
And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with 
an infidel? 
 
And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of 
the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will 
be their God, and they shall be my people. 
 
Wherefore come out from among them [religious nuts], and be ye separate, saith 
the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, 
 
And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the 
Lord Almighty. 

 
Religious nuts today wouldn't necessarily be called worshippers of Baal, they are 
now more commonly known as Roman Catholics, Muslims, Free Church, Baptists, 
Mormons, Jews, Episcopalians, Presbyterians, Church of Scotland, Way Inter-
national, Salvation Army, Methodists, Jehovah's witnesses, Buddhists, Hindus, 
Lutherans, Anglicans, Pentecostals, Evangelicals, Seventh Day Adventists, Quakers, 
Apostolics, Fundamentalists, Calvinists, Charismatics, freemasons, fuck, the list is 
endless. Hey, we're back to God not dwelling in temples made with hands again, 
how weird is that? 
 

I can relate to this personally. Some of my own family are religious nuts. They think 
I'm some kind of brainwashed cultist because I don't go to their stupid stained glass 
whorehouse church, and they've been nothing but thorns in my side for as long as I 
can remember. If I'd just believed the word and come out from among them and cut 
them off in my life, I'd have saved myself from decades of thorns. It's doing the word 
that is right, not doing what the world dictates. God's way is the way of life. Take my 
advice, no, take God's advice, get any religious nuts who won't hear the word from 
you out of your life and save yourself a lot of grief.

Sufficient Grace 
 
 
 
 
 
In the last chapter we used a simple key to the bible's interpretation to determine 
what Paul's thorn in the flesh was, that if scripture doesn't interpret itself in the verse 
or in the context, it will always interpret itself where it has been used before. We're 
now going to use another simple key to the bible's interpretation to shed even more 
light on these same verses, namely, that all scripture must be in harmony. If there 
are many clear verses on a subject and one apparently contradictory verse, we don't 
ignore the many clear verses and pull that one contradictory verse out of the context 
of the bible. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:7-9 
And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the 
revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to 
buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 
 
For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 
 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
Until now my understanding of these verses has been that Paul complained about all 
the beatings he was getting and God told him to shut up, smile and put up with it. 
That makes no sense. How is smiling your way through the kind of stuff Paul 
endured being more than a conqueror? When reading these verses, we must keep 
the clarity of the context of the bible in mind. There are plenty of clear verses 
scattered around the word that we just can't ignore here. 
 

Psalm 27:1 
The LORD is my light and my salvation; whom shall I fear? the LORD is the 
strength of my life; of whom shall I be afraid? 
 
Psalm 60:12 
Through God we shall do valiantly: for he it is that shall tread down our enemies. 
 
Psalm 91:13,15 
Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder: the young lion and the dragon shalt thou 
trample under feet. 
 
He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I will be with him in trouble; I will 
deliver him, and honour him. 
 
Romans 8:31 
What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? 
 



 

Romans 8:37 
Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. 
 
1 Corinthians 15:57 
But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
John 4:4 
Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that 
is in you, than he that is in the world. 

 
Either we are more than conquerors or we are not. Either greater is he that is in us or 
he isn't. Either we can tread on lions and adders and trample the dragon under our 
feet or we can't. Either the word is true or it isn't. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:9 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
This verse cannot possibly contradict the rest of the bible, so let's take a closer look 
at it. First of all, what is grace? Ephesians teaches us that we were saved, made 
whole by grace. 
 

Ephesians 2:1-8 
And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins; 
 
Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to 
the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of 
disobedience: 
 
Among whom also we all had our conversation [manner of life] in times past in the 
lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by 
nature the children of wrath, even as others. 
 
But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us, 
 
Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by 
grace ye are saved;) 
 
And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in 
Christ Jesus: 
 
That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace 
in his kindness toward us through Christ Jesus. 
 
For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of 
God: 

 
God tells us twice in these verses that we were saved, made whole, by grace. The 
Christ in us is a gift of God which we receive at the time of the new birth. So what is 



 

this grace we've all received? It's that gift of holy spirit, the Christ in us. That's what 
God was referring to when he told Paul his grace was sufficient for him. It is the gift 
of holy spirit that makes us sufficient. God's answer to Paul was that he was already 
sufficient, he already had the answer within him. That spirit within us makes us 
sufficient. The key to seeing it is energising the power of Christ so that it rests on us. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:9 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
The best way to illustrate what I'm trying to say here is to track Paul's life through the 
book of Acts. We first meet Paul at Stephen's murder. The witnesses laying down 
their clothes at Saul's feet was most likely a cultural custom recognising Saul as the 
man in charge of the murder squad who had Stephen stoned. 
 

Acts 7:58 
And cast him out of the city, and stoned him: and the witnesses laid down their 
clothes at a young man's feet, whose name was Saul. 

 
In the very next chapter, we see Paul going house to house, breaking down doors, 
and dragging believers off to prison. 
 

Acts 8:3 
As for Saul, he made havock of the church, entering into every house, and haling 
[dragging] men and women committed them to prison. 

 
Soon afterwards, Paul headed off to Damascus with violence and murder on his 
mind. 
 

Acts 9:1,2 
And Saul, yet breathing out threatenings and slaughter against the disciples of the 
Lord, went unto the high priest, 
 
And desired of him letters to Damascus to the synagogues, that if he found any of 
this way, whether they were men or women, he might bring them bound unto 
Jerusalem. 

 
Paul himself tells us later in Acts that he put men and women to death while they 
were in prison. 
 

Acts 22:4 
And I persecuted this way unto the death, binding and delivering into prisons both 
men and women. 

 
Paul was a religious dragon, a man who actively sought open doors to torture and kill 
God's children. He was an extremely violent man. 
 
While outside the city gates of Damascus, Paul was almost killed by a lightning 
strike. Jesus Christ himself personally intervened and had a few words with him. 



 

After he was born again, Paul began to establish home churches all over Asia Minor, 
and it wasn't long before persecution against him turned violent. 
 

Act 14:19,20 
And there came thither certain Jews [Judeans] from Antioch and Iconium, who 
persuaded the people, and, having stoned Paul, drew him out of the city, 
supposing he had been dead. 
 
Howbeit, as the disciples stood round about him, he rose up, and came into the 
city: and the next day he departed with Barnabas to Derbe. 

 
Acts 16:22-24 
And the multitude rose up together against them: and the magistrates rent off their 
clothes, and commanded to beat them. 
 
And when they had laid many stripes upon them, they cast them into prison, 
charging the jailor to keep them safely: 
 
Who, having received such a charge, thrust them into the inner prison, and made 
their feet fast in the stocks. 

 
Paul records much of this in 2 Corinthians. 
 

2 Corinthians 11:24,25 
Of the Jews [Judeans] five times received I forty stripes save one [39 lashes with 
a whip]. 
 
Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I stoned, thrice I suffered shipwreck, a 
night and a day I have been in the deep; 

 
Now this is where things become interesting. In Acts 19:22, it records that Paul 
stayed in Asia for a season. It was during this period of time that Paul wrote the 
epistles of 1 Corinthians and Galatians. 
 

Acts 19:22,23 
So he sent into Macedonia two of them that ministered unto him, Timotheus and 
Erastus; but he himself stayed in Asia for a season. 
 
And the same time there arose no small stir about that way. 

 
Less than a year later, while he was in the Corinth area for three months, he wrote 
the epistle to the Romans. 
 

Acts 20:2,3 
And when he had gone over those parts, and had given them much exhortation, 
he came into Greece [the Corinth area], 
 
And there abode three months. And when the Jews [Judeans] laid wait for him [to 
kill him], as he was about to sail into Syria, he purposed to return through 
Macedonia. 



 

Verse 3 records that Paul left the Corinth area and travelled through Macedonia. It 
was while he was in Macedonia, in the Philippi area, that he wrote 2 Corinthians. 
 
So everything recorded in 2 Corinthians occurred before Acts 20 verse 3. Up to that 
point in time, Paul had been stoned, whipped with 39 lashes five times, and beaten 
with heavy wooden sticks three times. He had also been shipwrecked three times. 
 
Knowing when 2 Corinthians was written helps us to piece this all together. For 
example, the shipwreck in Acts 27, while Paul was on his way to Rome, can't 
possibly be one of the three shipwrecks mentioned here in 2 Corinthians, as that 
shipwreck hadn't yet happened when he wrote it. 
 
While Paul was travelling through Macedonia and was in the Philippi area, he wrote 
2 Corinthians, and in it he tells us he had endured some serious beatings. Three 
times he had pleaded for a solution, and here is what he was told. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:8,9 
For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 
 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
Was this God telling Paul to shut up, smile and put up with it, or was this God giving 
him the answer he had besought him three times for? If you just stop to think about 
the context of the bible as a whole, it's obvious that God was giving Paul the answers 
to his prayers. But did it work? 
 
Before we get into that, consider that up until this point, Paul was obviously not 
making Christ his sufficiency and that the power of Christ was not resting on him. 
How do I know? Well, why would Paul have to be told grace was sufficient for him if 
it already was? Paul was not living in the sufficiency of God's grace, the power of 
Christ was not resting on him. 
 
Paul was on his way to Jerusalem when he wrote 2 Corinthians. Did God want Paul 
to go to Jerusalem? No, and Paul knew it, but he was still going to Jerusalem. We're 
not superconquerors when we do things our way, are we? No, we're super-
conquerors when we do things God's way. Paul was even told he would be 
imprisoned if he went to Jerusalem, but he still went. So whose fault was it that he 
was beaten and imprisoned in Jerusalem? God's? No, it was Pauls own fault for 
being disobedient. However, it was at this point in his life that Paul changed. He had 
besought the Lord three times, and he had been given his answer. It just took a little 
while to sink in. 
 
When the mob in Jerusalem tried to kill Paul, he was rescued by the Romans. The 
point is, he wasn't killed, he was rescued. In fact, he wasn't even hurt, because he 
could walk and speak to the crowds. It was around this time that Paul recognised 
that he had to make grace his sufficiency, that he needed to let the power of Christ 
rest on him. 
 



 

After he was rescued by the Romans in Jerusalem, a riot ensued, and he was taken 
into the castle. To get information, the officer in charge, the chief captain com-
manded Paul to be whipped. Was he whipped? Let's find out. 
 

Acts 22:24-29 
The chief captain commanded him to be brought into the castle, and bade that he 
should be examined by scourging; that he might know wherefore they cried so 
against him. 
 
And as they bound him with thongs, Paul said unto the centurion that stood by, Is 
it lawful for you to scourge a man that is a Roman, and uncondemned? 
 
When the centurion heard that, he went and told the chief captain, saying, Take 
heed what thou doest: for this man is a Roman. 
 
Then the chief captain came, and said unto him, Tell me, art thou a Roman? He 
said, Yea. 
 
And the chief captain answered, With a great sum obtained I this freedom. And 
Paul said, But I was free born. 
 
Then straightway they departed from him which should have examined him: and 
the chief captain also was afraid, after he knew that he was a Roman, and 
because he had bound him. 

 
See, Paul did not get whipped. He was given his answer, and here he is, being 
sufficient in God's grace, allowing the power of Christ to rest on him. From this point 
on in the book of Acts, Paul was never whipped or beaten again. Read it, see it for 
yourself. 
 
A day or two later, a few of the Judeans got together and discussed a plan to have 
Paul murdered. 
 

Acts 23:12-31 
And when it was day, certain of the Jews [Judeans] banded together, and bound 
themselves under a curse, saying that they would neither eat nor drink till they had 
killed Paul. 
 
And they were more than forty which had made this conspiracy. 
 
And they came to the chief priests and elders, and said, We have bound 
ourselves under a great curse, that we will eat nothing until we have slain Paul. 
 
Now therefore ye with the council signify to the chief captain that he bring him 
down unto you to morrow, as though ye would enquire something more perfectly 
concerning him: and we, or ever he come near, are ready to kill him. 
 
And when Paul's sister's son heard of their lying in wait, he went and entered into 
the castle, and told Paul. 
 



 

Then Paul called one of the centurions unto him, and said, Bring this young man 
unto the chief captain: for he hath a certain thing to tell him. 
 
So he took him, and brought him to the chief captain, and said, Paul the prisoner 
called me unto him, and prayed me to bring this young man unto thee, who hath 
something to say unto thee. 
 
Then the chief captain took him by the hand, and went with him aside privately, 
and asked him, What is that thou hast to tell me? 
 
And he said, The Jews [Judeans] have agreed to desire thee that thou wouldest 
bring down Paul to morrow into the council, as though they would enquire 
somewhat of him more perfectly. 
 
But do not thou yield unto them: for there lie in wait for him of them more than 
forty men, which have bound themselves with an oath, that they will neither eat 
nor drink till they have killed him: and now are they ready, looking for a promise 
from thee. 
 
So the chief captain then let the young man depart, and charged him, See thou 
tell no man that thou hast shewed these things to me. 
 
And he called unto him two centurions, saying, Make ready two hundred soldiers 
to go to Caesarea, and horsemen threescore and ten, and spearmen two 
hundred, at the third hour of the night; 
 
And provide them beasts, that they may set Paul on, and bring him safe unto Felix 
the governor. 
 
And he wrote a letter after this manner: 
 
Claudius Lysias unto the most excellent governor Felix sendeth greeting. 
 
This man was taken of the Jews [Judeans], and should have been killed of them: 
then came I with an army, and rescued him, having understood that he was a 
Roman. 
 
And when I would have known the cause wherefore they accused him, I brought 
him forth into their council: 
 
Whom I perceived to be accused of questions of their law, but to have nothing laid 
to his charge worthy of death or of bonds. 
 
And when it was told me how that the Jews [Judeans] laid wait for the man, I sent 
straightway to thee, and gave commandment to his accusers also to say before 
thee what they had against him. Farewell. 
 
Then the soldiers, as it was commanded them, took Paul, and brought him by 
night to Antipatris. 

 



 

See, Paul had learned to make grace his sufficiency. The power of Christ was 
resting on him, so God was able to get involved. Paul's sister's son overhead those 
men plotting to kill him, and Paul escaped without harm. God's grace was sufficient 
for him and he energised the Christ in him and walked by the spirit. He hadn't walked 
by the spirit in going to Jerusalem, but he had sure learned his lesson. From that 
time on, he was never disobedient again, he walked by the spirit and he was a super 
conqueror in every situation. 
 
The Judeans then made another plan to have him murdered. 
 

Acts 25:1-3 
Now when Festus was come into the province, after three days he ascended from 
Caesarea to Jerusalem. 
 
Then the high priest and the chief of the Jews [Judeans] informed him against 
Paul, and besought him, 
 
And desired favour against him, that he would send for him to Jerusalem, laying 
wait in the way to kill him. 

 
Not long afterwards, as Festus was about to comply with the Judeans wishes, Paul 
appealed to Caesar. That was his way to escape, his way to be a super conqueror. 
 

Acts 25:9-12 
But Festus, willing to do the Jews [Judeans] a pleasure, answered Paul, and said, 
Wilt thou go up to Jerusalem, and there be judged of these things before me? 
 
Then said Paul, I stand at Caesar's judgment seat, where I ought to be judged: to 
the Jews [Judeans] have I done no wrong, as thou very well knowest. 
 
For if I be an offender, or have committed any thing worthy of death, I refuse not 
to die: but if there be none of these things whereof these accuse me, no man may 
deliver me unto them. I appeal unto Caesar. 
 
Then Festus, when he had conferred with the council, answered, Hast thou 
appealed unto Caesar? unto Caesar shalt thou go. 

 
Why did Paul appeal to Caesar? Jesus Christ himself had told him to earlier. 
 

Acts 23:11 
And the night following the Lord [Jesus Christ] stood by him, and said, Be of good 
cheer, Paul: for as thou hast testified of me in Jerusalem, so must thou bear 
witness also at Rome. 

 
See, Paul was walking by the spirit when he appealed to Caesar. That was his way 
out, his way to escape. He didn't just make it up. The power of Christ was resting on 
him. 
 
Paul had prayed three times for an answer, and he was told he was sufficient in 
grace. The grace we've all received is the gift of holy spirit. When we rest in the 



 

power of that Christ in us, then we are making grace our sufficiency. Paul later wrote 
these verses after he had learned this. 
 

Ephesians 6:10 
Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. 
 
Philippians 4:13 
I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me. 
 
Colossians 2:9,10 
For in him [in Christ] dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 

 
And ye are complete in him [in Christ], which is the head of all principality and power: 
This word complete is a rare fourth conjugation of the Greek verb pleroō, and could 
be translated as totally, utterly, absolutely filled to capacity. In whom are we totally, 
utterly, absolutely filled to capacity? We are complete in him, Christ, a reference to 
the gift of holy spirit, the Christ in us. We are fully complete, equipped with absolutely 
everything we could possibly need to voyage through life. That's what the word 
means when it says Christ's grace is sufficient for us. We can handle anything when 
the power of Christ rests on us. That's what Paul learned. That's why he was never 
beaten with rods or whipped ever again. 
 
Later, when Paul was on his way to Rome and the ship he was sailing on was 
wrecked, he wasn't harmed. Even when Roman soldiers were about to kill him in 
case he escaped, the centurion stepped in to protect him and he wasn't harmed. If 
any of those prisoners had escaped, those Roman soldiers would have been 
executed because that was the law. That's why they wanted to kill the prisoners. We 
can see this earlier in Acts. Those soldiers would have known about Peter and what 
happened to the Roman soldiers who had guarded him. 
 

Acts 12:1-19 
Now about that time Herod the king stretched forth his hands to vex certain of the 
church. 
 
And he killed James the brother of John with the sword. 
 
And because he saw it pleased the Jews [Judeans], he proceeded further to take 
Peter also. (Then were the days of unleavened bread.) 
 
And when he had apprehended him, he put him in prison, and delivered him to 
four quaternions of soldiers to keep him; intending after Easter to bring him forth 
to the people. 
 
Peter therefore was kept in prison: but prayer was made without ceasing of the 
church unto God for him. 
 
And when Herod would have brought him forth, the same night Peter was 
sleeping between two soldiers, bound with two chains: and the keepers before the 
door kept the prison. 
 



 

And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him, and a light shined in the 
prison: and he smote Peter on the side, and raised him up, saying, Arise up 
quickly. And his chains fell off from his hands. 
 
And the angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and bind on thy sandals. And so he did. 
And he saith unto him, Cast thy garment about thee, and follow me. 
 
And he went out, and followed him; and wist not that it was true which was done 
by the angel; but thought he saw a vision. 
 
When they were past the first and the second ward, they came unto the iron gate 
that leadeth unto the city; which opened to them of his own accord: and they went 
out, and passed on through one street; and forthwith the angel departed from him. 
 
And when Peter was come to himself, he said, Now I know of a surety, that the 
Lord hath sent his angel, and hath delivered me out of the hand of Herod, and 
from all the expectation of the people of the Jews [Judeans]. 
 
And when he had considered the thing, he came to the house of Mary the mother 
of John, whose surname was Mark; where many were gathered together praying. 
 
And as Peter knocked at the door of the gate, a damsel came to hearken, named 
Rhoda. 
 
And when she knew Peter's voice, she opened not the gate for gladness, but ran 
in, and told how Peter stood before the gate. 
 
And they said unto her, Thou art mad. But she constantly affirmed that it was even 
so. Then said they, It is his angel. 
 
But Peter continued knocking: and when they had opened the door, and saw him, 
they were astonished. 
 
But he, beckoning unto them with the hand to hold their peace, declared unto 
them how the Lord had brought him out of the prison. And he said, Go shew these 
things unto James, and to the brethren. And he departed, and went into another 
place. 
 
Now as soon as it was day, there was no small stir among the soldiers, what was 
become of Peter. 
 
And when Herod had sought for him, and found him not, he examined the 
keepers, and commanded that they should be put to death. And he went down 
from Judaea to Caesarea, and there abode. 

 
The Roman soldiers on that ship escorting prisoner Paul to Rome would have known 
about that incident with Peter, and what happened to the Roman soldiers guarding 
him. They also knew Paul and Peter were well acquainted, so it's hardly surprising 
they wanted to kill the prisoners to prevent any of them from escaping. Paul would 



 

have known what they were planning, but he had learned to make grace his 
sufficiency, the power of Christ was resting on him, and he was not harmed. 
 
God didn't tell Paul to shut up in 2 Corinthians, smile and put up with it, he gave him 
the solutions to his problems. That's why from that time on Paul gloried in his 
infirmities. He knew that the Christ in him which he'd received by grace was sufficient 
for him and he was never stoned, whipped or beaten ever again. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:9 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
The same is true for us, right now, as children of the living God.

Sufficient Grace Part 2 
 
 
 
 
 

Once Paul realised that God's grace was sufficient for him, from that time forward the 
power of Christ rested on him and he was never whipped or beaten with rods ever 
again. Terrific, but how does that help us? How can we make God's grace our 
sufficiency so we can overcome our problems? 
 
I once got extremely tired of catching colds. Every year, I'd pick up one or two of the 
bastard things, and I became so sick to death of them, I went  to God and demanded 
answers. That's what Paul did. He was so sick to death of being beaten up all the 
time, he went to God and demanded answers. He got his answers, and I got mine. 
 
One of the first things God showed me was that both the cold and the flu are 
transmitted by touch. They are not airborne. Cold and flu germs can only get to you 
through touch. That can be directly, but it can also be by way of touching something 
with cold or flu germs on it. However, even that isn't enough. Cold and flu germs on 
your hands won't affect you unless they get into your body. The most common ways 
they get into your body is through your mouth, your nose, or your eyes. 
 
Another thing he showed me was that new strains of cold and flu germs were 
developed in laboratories, usually in the Far East. Aircraft flying to foreign countries 
would be infected, and truckloads of money from cold and flu remedies would chink 
into the bank accounts of the pharmaceutical companies who owned the labs. Cold 
and flu remedies are worth billions. No colds or flues, the cunts don't make any 
money. 
 
Once I understood the nature of the enemy, I began to formalise a plan. The more I 
worked my plan, the more God taught me through the Christ in me, and the more 
effective my counter measures became. 
 
There's no magic to life. Most people get whacked and trudge through life wondering 
why God doesn't help them through all their suffering. Listen, God's grace is 
sufficient for us, just as it was sufficient for Paul. This isn't up to God, this is up to us. 
God gave us the gift of holy spirit, now we have to get it energised and walk by the 
spirit with the power of Christ resting on us. 
 
I think the best way to illustrate how I became sufficient in God's grace and learned 
how to avoid colds and flues is with real life examples. 
 
Sunday morning, early, the phone rang. It was Phil. Needed some company, so he 
Invited me and a few others round for a full English breakfast. Sounded good! When 
I got there, he was sniffing, full of the cold, and there he was, cooking food, handling 
plates and serving breakfast. I knew that if I ate that breakfast I'd catch his cold. 
What do you do? I couldn't just walk out, it would be impolite. Everyone was laughing 
and joking, what would they think of me if I just left? I ate that breakfast and so did 
everyone else, and we all caught his cold. Well, I'm not so polite now. As soon as I 



 

see anyone with a cold, I'm gone. If they take offence, I couldn't give a shit. If they 
loved me, they wouldn't be trying to give me their fucking cold. 
 
If you find yourself around people with a cold or flu, make an excuse and leave, 
preferably without touching anyone or anything. Avoid all physical contact. If you 
used the door handles, keep your hands by your side, don't rub your eyes or touch 
your face, and go and wash your hands immediately. 
 
The warehouse was a bit chilled. My mate drove up in a forklift and asked if I wanted 
a coffee. Sure, I said, love one. Off he zoomed on his forklift to get a couple of 
coffees. When he returned, he handed me a cup and sniffed. Have you a cold I 
asked him? Yes, he said, I'm rotten with it. I waited until he was gone, poured the 
coffee down the sink, binned the cup and immediately went and washed my hands. I 
didn't catch his fucking cold. 
 
The secret is to be aware, and when you notice someone with a cold, go into self 
preservation mode. Don't touch anything they've touched. If you do, go and wash 
your hands immediately. Don't touch your face or rub your eyes, that's how the 
germs get into you. Keep your hands at arm's length. Hey, that was pretty good. 
 
If someone in your house has a cold, you have to ratchet things up a few notches 
and go into full defence mode for two or three days. When someone in my house 
has a cold, I always wash cups, plates, cutlery, sinks and taps before I use anything 
in the kitchen or the bathroom. When I'm preparing dinner, I take all the plates and 
pans out and wash them before using them. After taking dishes back to the kitchen, I 
wash my hands, keeping them well away from my face. Rubbing your eyes is a good 
way to get the germs into you. I also make sure I use my own towels and dishcloths, 
so I know they're not infected. 
 
One morning, I had a phone call from a family who needed my help. I knew they all 
had the cold. Two parents with two children, they all had colds, but they needed my 
help. Had words with Father, and he simply told me not to touch anything. I walked 
into a house with four people all rotten with colds. I didn't touch any door handles, 
and I sat in a corner of the living room which I knew none of them ever sat in. They 
offered me tea and biscuits, which I politely declined, kindly of course. I kept my 
hands from my face the whole time I was there. When I got home, I put all my 
clothes in the washing machine and had a shower. I had been in there for three 
hours, in the same living room with four people all sniffing and coughing. I didn't 
catch their cold. 
 
When it comes to avoiding colds and flues, personal vigilance is the key. You have 
to be aware, not just with friends, but also in public. When heading for the checkouts 
at a supermarket in winter, I usually watch the checkout folks from a distance to see 
if they're sniffing or coughing. If you see someone in the store stacking shelves who 
has a cold, leave and go to another supermarket. When friends suddenly greet you 
and you see they have a cold, don't allow them to touch you, and don't let them give 
you a hug or a kiss on the cheek. If they do, go straight to the nearest bathroom, 
wash your hands and face, and then get home, change, and have a shower. 



 

When you master this, you can reverse engineer the information and use it to protect 
people. Be impolite, don't make them coffee, don't handle food for them, and don't 
touch them. Stay away from people as much as you can. 
 
Cold and flu bugs will always be a problem as long as public services such as 
schools, hospitals, supermarkets, shops, restaurants and anywhere that caters to the 
public don't insist on their staff remaining at home while they have colds and flues. 
The greedy cunts who make all the money from the cold and flu remedies you buy 
want you to be sick so they can get rich. They're not going to look out for you, so 
learn to be sufficient in God's grace and walk with the power of Christ resting on you. 
I learned something interesting this week. I've always wondered why the world is so 
big on it snowing on Christmas day. Inane songs about white Christmases do my 
head in every year. Why is the world so big on it snowing on Christmas day? 
 
God is light and in him is no darkness at all, right? Light is energy and heat. 
Darkness is no light and cold. An absence of light and heat is a cold and dark place. 
It was the devil, the sun god as he likes to be known, who froze the face of the deep 
and destroyed the first heaven and earth. Before he was kicked out of heaven, there 
would have been no such thing as snow. He likes it to snow on his birthday because 
he regards himself as its creator. He's such a wonderful god, he loves to see his 
masonic slaves infect the whole planet with colds and flues at christmas so everyone 
enjoys his birthday with him. 
 
What is it plaguing you? What is it you need answers to? Walk by the spirit and God 
will show you how to deal with them. As of the time of writing, I've only had one cold 
in the last 10 years. I think it was the postman who passed those germs through my 
letterbox. Perhaps it's time I started washing my hands after reading my mail.

Sufficient Grace Part 3 
 
 
 
 
 

While studying sufficient grace, an interesting question has arisen. In the following 
verses, was Paul simply bitching and complaining, or was he genuinely looking for 
answers to a problem? 
 

2 Corinthians 12:7-9 
And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the 
revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to 
buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 
 
For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 
 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
I learned something about these verses this morning that I didn't know. It's so basic 
and fundamental that I simply can't believe I've never seen it before. The grace of 
God was sufficient for Paul, and it's sufficient for us too, but what exactly is grace 
referring to here? 
 
Until now, for some reason or other, I've simply assumed that the grace of God was 
part of his charming personality, you know, an adjective describing God's nature. 
God is gracious, yes, and grace is part of his personality, but the grace of God is 
also used as a noun in reference to the gift of holy spirit which we received by the 
grace of God. 
 

Romans 5:15 
But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one 
many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by 
one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many. 

 
By God's grace we received the gift, but the gift itself is also referred to as the grace 
of God. 
 

1 Corinthians 1:4 
I thank my God always on your behalf, for the grace of God which is given you by 
Jesus Christ; 
 
2 Corinthians 6:1 
We then, as workers together with him, beseech you also that ye receive not the 
grace of God in vain. 

 
When we are born again, we don't literally receive that part of God's personality 
which is gracious, that would be absurd. His personality is his own, and part of his 



 

nature is to be gracious. We don't receive that part of God, we receive his gift which 
he gives us by his grace. These two verses therefore are using the grace of God as 
nouns in reference to the gift of holy spirit. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:9 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
Grace here isn't referring to a bit of God's personality and nature being sufficient for 
us, it's referring to the gift of holy spirit. It is the gift of holy spirit that makes us 
sufficient. When we are in situations that seem overpowering, the gift of holy spirit, 
God's grace is sufficient to overcome them. That's what Paul learned, and that's why 
when he allowed the power of Christ to rest on him by energising that gift he was 
never whipped again. Here's an example of that. 
 

Acts 22:24-29 
The chief captain commanded him to be brought into the castle, and bade that he 
should be examined by scourging; that he might know wherefore they cried so 
against him. 
 
And as they bound him with thongs, Paul said unto the centurion that stood by, Is 
it lawful for you to scourge a man that is a Roman, and uncondemned? 
 
When the centurion heard that, he went and told the chief captain, saying, Take 
heed what thou doest: for this man is a Roman. 
 
Then the chief captain came, and said unto him, Tell me, art thou a Roman? He 
said, Yea. 
 
And the chief captain answered, With a great sum obtained I this freedom. And 
Paul said, But I was free born. 
 
Then straightway they departed from him which should have examined him: and 
the chief captain also was afraid, after he knew that he was a Roman, and 
because he had bound him. 

 
This is the Administration of the Age of Grace. Hey, God's been gracious since 
Genesis. He was gracious in the Patriarchal Administration, he was gracious in the 
Law Administration, and he was gracious in the Christ Administration. God is the 
same yesterday, today and forever, he never changes, so why are those admin-
istrations not referred to as administrations of grace? It's because there was no gift 
of holy spirit. Grace therefore, when used in an administrational context is a noun 
that refers to the gift of holy spirit freely available to men today. 
 
The grace of God is used both as an adjective to describe God's nature, and as a 
noun for the gift of holy spirit. The context in which it is used determines its meaning. 
When Paul besought the Lord three times for a solution, he was told he already had 
the solution. 
 



 

2 Corinthians 12:9 
And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made 
perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that 
the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

 
Paul didn't learn that God's charming personality was sufficient for him, he learned 
that the power in the Christ in him was sufficient for him. From that moment on, he 
energised the gift of holy spirit and let the power of Christ rest on him. That's why 
from then on he gloried in his infirmities. He knew he could overcome anything with 
the power in the gift of holy spirit. Well, so can we, and it's high time we energised 
the Christ in us and started living as children of the living God. 
 
Paul couldn't have been complaining when he asked three times for a solution to his 
problems, because complaining doesn't bring answers, it brings consequences. 
 

Psalm 77:1-4 
I cried unto God with my voice, even unto God with my voice; and he gave ear 
unto me. 
 
In the day of my trouble I sought the Lord: my sore ran in the night, and ceased 
not: my soul refused to be comforted. 
 
I remembered God, and was troubled: I complained, and my spirit was 
overwhelmed. Selah. 
 
Thou holdest mine eyes waking: I am so troubled that I cannot speak. 

 
The psalmist describes here what happened when he bitched and complained. His 
spirit, his soul, his entire being was overwhelmed. He was so troubled, he couldn't 
even speak. Life swamped him and he sank into a morass of despondency. That's 
what happens when you bitch and complain. 
 
Bitching and complaining carry consequences. If you bitch and complain, you will be 
overwhelmed, your life will be so dreary you won't even want to talk to anyone. What 
do we do instead of bitching and complaining? No need to guess, the word tells us. 
 

1 Thessalonians 5:18 
In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning 
you. 
 
Philippians 4:8 
Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, 
whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are 
lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be 
any praise, think on these things. 

 
If we think the word, we will have plenty to be thankful for. If we rein in our thoughts, 
if we keep our minds in the word, if we refuse to allow our thoughts to bitch and 
complain, we will avoid being overwhelmed. Let's go back to that psalm. 
 



 

Psalm 77:5,6 
I have considered the days of old, the years of ancient times. 
 
I call to remembrance my song in the night: I commune with mine own heart: and 
my spirit made diligent search. 

 
This guy who was so troubled he couldn't speak remembered when he once sang in 
the night, when he had songs in his heart. He spent long hours soul searching, but 
that didn't help, all it did was make him question his beliefs about God. 
 

Psalm 77:7-9 
Will the Lord cast off for ever? and will he be favourable no more? 
 
Is his mercy clean gone for ever? doth his promise fail for evermore? 
 
Hath God forgotten to be gracious? hath he in anger shut up his tender mercies? 
Selah. 

 
Bitching and complaining is not the way to go. Eventually the psalmist realised that 
and made the conscious decision to drag his thoughts back to the word. 
 

Psalm 77:10-14 
And I said, This is my infirmity: but I will remember the years of the right hand of 
the most High. 
 
I will remember the works of the LORD: surely I will remember thy wonders of old. 
 
I will meditate also of all thy work, and talk of thy doings. 
 
Thy way, O God, is in the sanctuary: who is so great a God as our God? 
 
Thou art the God that doest wonders: thou hast declared thy strength among the 
people. 

 
Bitching and complaining leads to being overwhelmed, it leads to being so troubled 
you can't even speak. That in turn leads to soul searching, which in turn leads you to 
question God in your heart and be tempted to hurl accusations in his face. It's a 
downward spiral that can break your integrity. The only way out of that swamp is to 
bring your thoughts back to the word. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:7,8 
And lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the 
revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to 
buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. 
 
For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. 

 
Most handle these verses by teaching that Paul bitched and complained, and that 
God told him to shut up and put up with it. How is that being more than a conqueror? 
 



 

Romans 8:35-37 
Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or 
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 
 
As it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; we are accounted as 
sheep for the slaughter. 
 
Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. 

 
Either we're more than conquerors through tribulation, distress, persecution, famine, 
nakedness, peril and sword, or we're not. God isn't the issue here, it's our believing, 
it's how we think, it's what we do with our minds, it's what we believe in our hearts. 
 
Understanding this difference between complaining and talking things over with God 
is important. One will produce workable solutions while the other will overwhelm our 
souls and make us so troubled we can't speak. 
 
Paul was getting beaten up and whipped everywhere he went, he asked for solutions 
and he was given the answer to his prayers. God's grace, the Christ in him was 
sufficient for him. From that time on, he was never whipped again. That's being a 
super conqueror, that's being sufficient in God's grace. 
 
One day God gave Samuel an assignment. However, Samuel was a little unsure 
about how to do it, and rightly so. 
 

1 Samuel 16:1-3 
And the LORD said unto Samuel, How long wilt thou mourn for Saul, seeing I 
have rejected him from reigning over Israel? fill thine horn with oil, and go, I will 
send thee to Jesse the Bethlehemite: for I have provided me a king among his 
sons. 
 
And Samuel said, How can I go? if Saul hear it, he will kill me. And the LORD 
said, Take an heifer with thee, and say, I am come to sacrifice to the LORD. 
 
And call Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will shew thee what thou shalt do: and thou 
shalt anoint unto me him whom I name unto thee. 

 
Saul knew that the kingdom was going to be taken from him and given to someone 
else. 
 

1 Samuel 15:26-29 
And Samuel said unto Saul, I will not return with thee: for thou hast rejected the 
word of the LORD, and the LORD hath rejected thee from being king over Israel. 
 
And as Samuel turned about to go away, he laid hold upon the skirt of his mantle, 
and it rent. 
 
And Samuel said unto him, The LORD hath rent the kingdom of Israel from thee 
this day, and hath given it to a neighbour of thine, that is better than thou. 
 



 

And also the Strength of Israel will not lie nor repent: for he is not a man, that he 
should repent. 

 
Saul also knew that for any new king to come along, Samuel would first have to 
anoint him with oil because that was how things were done. 
 

1 Samuel 10:1 
Then Samuel took a vial of oil, and poured it upon his [Saul's] head, and kissed 
him, and said, Is it not because the LORD hath anointed thee to be captain over 
his inheritance? 
 
1 Samuel 10:24 
And Samuel said to all the people, See ye him [Saul] whom the LORD hath 
chosen, that there is none like him among all the people? And all the people 
shouted, and said, God save the king. 

 
Samuel had anointed Saul as king. Samuel had also told Saul God had chosen 
another man to replace him and that the kingdom would be taken from him. Saul 
wasn't too pleased about that, so he had Samuel watched. Samuel knew he was 
being watched, and he also knew if he attempted to anoint another king, Saul would 
know about it and have him killed. So, Samuel had a problem with his assignment. 
He didn't know how to carry it out without being killed. Rather than bitch and 
complain, however, he went to God searching for a solution. Going to God searching 
for solutions to problems is not bitching and complaining. 
 

Philippians 4:6,7 
Be careful [full of care, anxious] for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and 
supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. 
 
And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep [guard] your 
hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. 

 
Having your hearts and minds guarded by the peace of God is a little different to 
being overwhelmed and so troubled you can't even speak. When you have prob-
lems, which we all do, going to God for solutions is the way to go. Bitching and 
complaining is not the way to go. When you've finished bitching and complaining, the 
problems are still there, only now you're so troubled you don't even want to talk to 
anyone and you'll find yourself beginning to doubt your beliefs in God. Rather than 
bitching and complaining, talk things over with God and he will give you the solutions 
you need to overcome your problems. That's what Paul did. That's what Samuel did. 
God didn't tell Paul to shut up and quit complaining, he gave him the solution to his 
problem. God didn't tell Samuel to shut up and quit complaining, he gave him the 
solution to his problem. 
 

1 Samuel 16:13 
Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him [David] in the midst of his 
brethren: and the Spirit of the LORD came upon David from that day forward. So 
Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah. 

 



 

I know from personal experience how easy it is to bitch and complain sometimes. 
Even now, while putting this teaching together, this is an issue for me. I spent the 
last 10 years looking after my father. I lived with him through his old age, made his 
meals, cleaned his house, took care of his car, did his garden, washed and changed 
his bed, hung out his laundry, took care of his prescriptions, and I even saved his life 
on a number of occasions. I was there when he had a heart attack. Off he went to 
hospital, had stents put in, and he was fine again. During those years I had to call 
paramedics on a number of occasions and they saved his life more than once. 
 
When my father eventually died, he left his house to me. It was his house, and he 
gave it to me. He even signed a letter to that effect, telling the rest of the family I was 
to get his house. After his burial, his signed letter giving me the house was 
invalidated in the courts, and my wonderful family is currently trying to steal my 
house from me. My future is uncertain. I can assure you, I have plenty to bitch and 
complain about, and I've done it. Guess what? My spirit was overwhelmed and I was 
so troubled I couldn't even speak. Trust me, the word is the truth. 
 
Is God's grace sufficient for me? Yes, it is. Instead of bitching and complaining, I'm 
now energising the gift of holy spirit and believing for solutions. Look, the devil is the 
god of this world, and all he does is steal, kill and destroy. Jesus Christ came that we 
might have life and that we might have it more abundantly. 
 

John 10:10 
The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that 
they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly. 

 
As the thief, the devil will see to it that our children are bullied at school, and our 
women wind up in shit relationships that break their hearts. He will do everything he 
can to fuck our lives up, and he's good at it. The world is a shit place because it's run 
by a shit god and greedy men who lick his arse, so get used to it. The solution isn't to 
look at our problems and bitch and complain about them, it's to keep our thoughts on 
God. We are to go to God for solutions and when we do, we will have our answers. 
Do we want to be superconquerors or not? Do we want to live the more abundant life 
or not? If so, it's time we quit crying our eyes out and bitching about life, go to the 
word for our answers and start kicking the shit out of our problems as children of the 
living God. 
 
Footnote: On the 22 March, 2019, over a year after writing this chapter, the title 
deeds for my father's house arrived in the post. George the superconqueror now 
owns the house. Doing things God's way works. 
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The Eye at the top of the Pyramid 
 
 
 
 
 

Here are David Icke's reptilian elite for anyone with eyes to see and ears to hear. 
This is the top of the pyramid, the lens through which lucifer eyes his world. It's an 
old photo, so it's likely most of these men have been replaced.

Job 1:6,7 
Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before 
the LORD, and Satan came also among them. 



 

And the LORD said unto Satan, Whence comest thou? Then Satan answered the 
LORD, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from walking up and 
down in it. 
 
1 Peter 5:8 
Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh 
about, seeking whom he may devour: 

 

These men control world freemasonry and all other secret societies. Politicians and 

bankers are freemasons who do the bidding of these men. If you join the free-

masons, these men will control your life and use you to further the serpent's 

agendas. All sewers lead to Rome. 

The corruption within freemasonry is gradual. Good men join them, but as they move 

through ever higher degrees they are corrupted by having to commit ever worsening 

crimes. It begins innocuously enough, with little lies and thefts, but eventually leads 

to the kidnapping of little girls and boys and murdering them as ritualistic sex 

sacrifices to their god. Masonry and witchcraft are the same thing. 

The money is good, of course, and the jobs are terrific, the women are gorgeous, the 

cars are shiny and new, and the property is plentiful, but it all comes at great cost. As 

Jesus Christ put it, what good is owning the whole world if you lose your own soul? 

Mark 8:36 
For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own 
soul? 

 
God does not wish evil against evil men, and nor do I. Manasseh was about as evil 
as a man can be, but God was there for him when he changed. Lucifer doesn't like 
men to know that they can walk away from him. It's easy, just change gods. 
 

2 Chronicles 33:1-13 
Manasseh was twelve years old when he began to reign, and he reigned fifty and 
five years in Jerusalem: 
 
But did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, like unto the abominations of 
the heathen, whom the LORD had cast out before the children of Israel. 
 
For he built again the high places which Hezekiah his father had broken down, 
and he reared up altars for Baalim, and made groves, and worshipped all the host 
of heaven, and served them. 
 
Also he built altars in the house of the LORD, whereof the LORD had said, In 
Jerusalem shall my name be for ever. 
 
And he built altars for all the host of heaven in the two courts of the house of the 
LORD. 
 
And he caused his children to pass through the fire in the valley of the son of 
Hinnom: also he observed times, and used enchantments, and used witchcraft, 



 

and dealt with a familiar spirit, and with wizards: he wrought much evil in the sight 
of the LORD, to provoke him to anger. 
 
And he set a carved image, the idol which he had made, in the house of God, of 
which God had said to David and to Solomon his son, In this house, and in 
Jerusalem, which I have chosen before all the tribes of Israel, will I put my name 
for ever: 
 
Neither will I any more remove the foot of Israel from out of the land which I have 
appointed for your fathers; so that they will take heed to do all that I have 
commanded them, according to the whole law and the statutes and the 
ordinances by the hand of Moses. 
 
So Manasseh made Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem to err, and to do 
worse than the heathen, whom the LORD had destroyed before the children of 
Israel. 
 
And the LORD spake to Manasseh, and to his people: but they would not 
hearken. 
 
Wherefore the LORD brought upon them the captains of the host of the king of 
Assyria, which took Manasseh among the thorns, and bound him with fetters, and 
carried him to Babylon. 
 
And when he was in affliction, he besought the LORD his God, and humbled 
himself greatly before the God of his fathers, 
 
And prayed unto him: and he was intreated of him, and heard his supplication, 
and brought him again to Jerusalem into his kingdom. Then Manasseh knew that 
the LORD he was God. 

 
Isaiah 55:6,7 
Seek ye the LORD while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is near: 
 
Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him 
return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he 
will abundantly pardon. 

 
Ezekiel 33:11 
Say unto them, As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I have no pleasure in the death of 
the wicked; but that the wicked turn from his way and live: turn ye, turn ye from 
your evil ways; for why will ye die, O house of Israel? 

 
John 3:16 
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever 
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 
 

If you want out of this world, read my class, Walking by the Spirit, it will show you the 
way. Don't be afraid of the world, just walk away. Baal is a shit god anyway, tell him 
to fuck off. 



 

1 John 4:4 
Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that 
is in you, than he that is in the world. 

 
I have eternal life. Come join me, it's going to be great. 
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Finding the Knowledge of God 
 
 
 
 
 

Everyone wants to find the knowledge of God, especially religious people, but they 
never do because they don't do what the word says. The word is explicitly clear on 
how you find the knowledge of God. 

 
Proverbs 2:1-5 
My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and hide my commandments with thee; 

So that thou incline thine ear unto wisdom, and apply thine heart to 
understanding; 

Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and liftest up thy voice for understanding; 
 
If thou seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as for hid treasures; 

 
Then shalt thou understand the fear of the LORD, and find the knowledge of God. 

 
There isn't anything hazy or ambiguous in the language here. If you seek for the 
knowledge of God as for hid treasures, you will find the knowledge of God. 
 
I've done some gold panning in my time, I've searched for hidden treasures in real 
life, and it's hard work. You have to move tons of rock in cold rivers and often in bad 
weather to find enough gold to make a ring. It can take years to scrape to-
gether enough gold from the rivers of Scotland to make a ring. I've had 5 rings made 
from my Scottish panned gold. I know how to search for hid treasures. I know what it 
takes. 
 
It's the same with the word. If you can't find the knowledge of God, it's not God's 
fault, it's yours because you're not putting the work in. 
 
Most 'christians' walk around in a haze waiting for signs from heaven. Show me any 
place in the bible where God tells us to walk around waiting for signs from heaven. 
The lazy fuckers are just using 'signs' as an excuse for not putting the work in. Same 
in Jesus Christ's day, always bugging him to do 'signs'. As Isaiah so aptly put it, eyes 
they have but they're as blind as bats, ears they have but they're as deaf as fucking 
fence posts. 
 
If you want 'signs', there is one for this Administration of Grace, and it's mentioned in 
Corinthians. If you want a 'sign', here it is. 
 

1 Corinthians 14:22 
Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to them that 
believe not: but prophesying serveth not for them that believe not, but for them 
which believe. 

 



 

To you religious 'christians' who think you know everything, who think you know your 
bibles, do you speak in tongues? I do. Do you demonstrate the power of God? I do. 
Does your church teach you about speaking in tongues? If you want a 'sign' that I'm 
a man of God, watch my video leading people into manifesting the gift of holy spirit 
by speaking in tongues. Better still, get out of your ditches and learn how to manifest 
the power of God for yourself. 
  

Religion turns people in lazy complaining bitching ineffective idiots who are blown 
around on every wind of doctrine. They will never find the knowledge of God and it 
isn't God's fault. If they put the work in, they would find the knowledge of God. How 
did the disciples in Berea find the knowledge of God? 
 

Acts 17:10,11 
And the brethren immediately sent away Paul and Silas by night unto Berea: who 
coming thither went into the synagogue of the Jews [Judeans]. 
 
These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word 
with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things 
were so. 

 
That's right, they got their heads into the bible every day. They did what it says in 
Proverbs chapter 2 and they found the knowledge of God. 
 
Back in the early 1980s, a man of God was teaching in Edinburgh and I wanted to be 
there. The only problem was, I was on exercise in the hills of Perth with the 
Parachute Regiment. I was training for P Company, the culmination of their recruit 
training programme, which was coming up in a couple of weeks. The man of God 
was teaching at 7pm. I had a 10 mile battle march starting at 2pm which would take 
about 2 hours. How on earth could I possibly make it to Edinburgh on time? 
 
The night before I checked train times. There was a train at 5pm from Perth which 
would get me to Edinburgh about 6. The battle march finished at 4. We were miles 
from Perth, away out in the remote hills. It was impossible. 
 

Jeremiah32:27 
Behold, I am the LORD, the God of all flesh: is there any thing too hard for me? 

 
My mate from Aberdeen, Gordon, was on duty that weekend as a driver and he had 
an army land rover. I had a chat with him and he agreed to pick me up at 4pm from 
the hills, drive me to Perth Station, and he would also pick me up when the last train 
from Edinburgh arrived around 11pm and drive me back to barracks. I stashed my 
bible, civvy clothes, soap and my toothbrush in my bergen, and headed to the start 
of the 10 miler. Parachute Regiment training is hard, and my bergen was heavy, so 
this was going to be quite a feat of endurance. 
 
I reached the finish line at 4pm, and Gordon was there with the land rover. I chucked 
my bergen in the back, and off we went to Perth. I was sweating and stinking after 
the march and I was still in my para uniform, albeit without a red beret as yet. On the 
train, I bought a ticket, and then locked myself in the tiny toilet. Remember those 
toilets on the old diesel trains back in the 1980s? I stripped, washed myself and 



 

shampooed my hair in the tiny sink stuck in the corner, dressed in civvies, stuffed all 
my smelly sweaty gear in the bergen and went for a well earned seat in the train. 
 
I got to the meeting about 20 minutes before it was due to start, and I was there to 
hear the man of God teach. I remember the teaching to this day. He taught on the 
four crucified with Jesus Christ. I've never forgotten that teaching. I caught the last 
train back to Perth and Gordon was there to pick me up. I slept well that night! 
 
I hear people say that driving 15 minutes to a home church for the word is too much 
effort. Or walking a mile for the word is too much effort. Or spending an hour of their 
evenings twice a week for the word is too much effort. Well, those lazy fuckers will 
never find the knowledge of God. I've met far too many of them. They walk around 
looking for their signs from heaven, grope around in their ditches filled with the blind, 
and complain that God never answers their prayers. It isn't God's fault, it's theirs, 
because they don't put the work in to find the knowledge of God. I went to the ends 
of the earth to find the knowledge of God. Put the work in and you'll find it as 
well. The first century church was powerful because they put the work into the word. 
 

Acts 20:6,7 
And we sailed away from Philippi after the days of unleavened bread, and came 
unto them to Troas in five days; where we abode seven days. 
 
And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break 
bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued 
his speech until midnight. 

 
Paul taught until midnight. Do you know why? It was because people were listening, 
it was because people loved the word, it was because people were excited about the 
word, it was because people were searching for the knowledge of God. 
 
If you want to find the knowledge of God, start doing some work in the word. If you 
can't even read my book, which took me 40 years to research and 18 years to write, 
you're not a believer, you're a lazy religious idiot who will never find the knowledge of 
God. If you can't even read a book, stay in your shithole church. The word stands. 
Those who put the work in will find the knowledge of God. 
 
Oh, you don't like my language? Does it offend you? Well, the people in Amos' time 
didn't like what he had to say either, or Hosea, or any of the other prophets. Here's 
what God's people said to Jeremiah when he confronted them and tried to bring 
them back to the word. 
 

Jeremiah 44:15-17 
Then all the men which knew that their wives had burned incense unto other gods, 
and all the women that stood by, a great multitude, even all the people that dwelt 
in the land of Egypt, in Pathros, answered Jeremiah, saying, 
 
As for the word that thou hast spoken unto us in the name of the LORD, we will 
not hearken unto thee [we will not listen to you]. 
 



 

But we will certainly do whatsoever thing goeth forth out of our own mouth, to burn 
incense unto the queen of heaven, and to pour out drink offerings unto her, as we 
have done, we, and our fathers, our kings, and our princes, in the cities of Judah, 
and in the streets of Jerusalem: for then had we plenty of victuals, and were well, 
and saw no evil. 

 
Do you know who the queen of heaven is? She's still around. It's that Roman 
Catholic whore goddess Mary. Sure, go and worship the queen of heaven, say your 
hail Mary's until they're coming out your ears. If God's people do not come back to 
his word, it is herded to the gas chambers of the new world order they will be. 
 
God is not mean, he doesn't hate us, he's a loving God, he's kind, he wants to help. 
God is always there, he always has the answers. He can help anyone with anything 
at any time, but if people walk away from him and ignore his word, there's nothing he 
can do. That's why he sends men like me to try to wake the dumb fuckers up. I don't 
hate people, I want to help, but if people don't come back to the word there's nothing 
I can do either. All life works by believing. Entire civilisations and cultures, hundreds 
of millions of people all over the world are on the verge of extermination and extinc-
tion because they ignore God's word. I'm trying to do something about that because I 
don't want to see it happen. 
 

Jeremiah 29:11-14 
For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of 
peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end. 
 
Then shall ye call upon me, and ye shall go and pray unto me, and I will hearken 
unto you. 
 
And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your 
heart. 
 
And I will be found of you, saith the LORD: and I will turn away your captivity, and 
I will gather you from all the nations, and from all the places whither I have driven 
you, saith the LORD; and I will bring you again into the place whence I caused 
you to be carried away captive. 

 
If you want to find the knowledge of God, shut up and start reading. 
 

Isaiah 34:16a 
Seek ye out of the book of the LORD, and read: 
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Then 
 
 
 
 

 
Something has puzzled me about the record of Christ's return to gather his church as 
recorded in Thessalonians, which I've always found rather curious. 

 
1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 
But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are 
asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope. 
 
For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in 
Jesus will God bring with him. 
 
For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are 
alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent [precede] them 
which are asleep. 
 
For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the 
archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: 
 
Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the 
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 
 
Wherefore comfort one another with these words. 

 
When Jesus Christ returns for the church of God, there are a number of events 
recorded. He will personally descend from the sky with a shout, one of the 
archangels will be with him, the trump of God will sound and the dead in Christ shall 
rise first. After the dead have been raised, those of us who are still alive on earth 
shall join them in the clouds. 
 
The detail that has puzzled me is why there is a time gap between the dead being 
raised and the living being changed. Why did God record this detail? What difference 
does it make whether the dead rise first or not? 
 
Every single word in the word has a reason to be there. All scripture is God 
breathed, all of it from Genesis to Revelation, it says so in Timothy, so there must be 
a reason for that detail being there. 
 

2 Timothy 3:16 
All scripture is given by inspiration of God, [theopneustos - God breathed] 
and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in 
righteousness: 

 
Details recorded in the bible are important. For example, tradition teaches Jesus 
Christ died on good Friday evening and got up on easter Sunday morning. I'm not 



 

sure why churches refer to the murder of Jesus Christ as good, but there you go. Is 
tradition correct? The Bible is explicitly clear on how long Jesus Christ was dead. 
 

Matthew 12:40 
For as Jonas was three days and three nights in the whale's belly; so shall the 
Son of man be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth. 

 
When the bible mentions a day or a night, it could be referring to parts of a day. 
However, when the bible states a day and a night, it is referring to a literal 24 hour 
period of time. Three days and three nights means 72 hours. Friday evening to 
Sunday morning is one day and two nights. Even going with traditional religious 
horseshit logic that this is referring to part days, you can still only squeeze 3 days 
and 2 nights out of it. The traditions of men are not to be trusted. 
 
The Bible makes clear that Jesus was already raised from the dead when the two 
Mary's went to his sepulchre. 
 

Matthew 28:1-6 
In the end of the sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week, 
came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the sepulchre. 
 
And, behold, there was a great earthquake: for the angel of the Lord descended 
from heaven, and came and rolled back the stone from the door, and sat upon it. 
 
His countenance was like lightning, and his raiment white as snow: 
 
And for fear of him the keepers did shake, and became as dead men. 
 
And the angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: for I know that ye 
seek Jesus, which was crucified. 
 
He is not here: for he is risen, as he said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay. 

 
The Judean sabbath was Saturday. It was the Vatican which changed the sabbath 
from Saturday to Sunday at the Council of Laodicea, in AD 336. Let's forget about 
their nonsense and hold in mind that the sabbath was Saturday. The Judean days 
were timed differently to ours as well, their days didn't run from midnight to midnight 
but from sunset to sunset. Sunset marked the new day. 
 
So, before sunset on Saturday, as Sunday approached, which was the first day of 
their week, the two Marys went to visit the grave and Jesus Christ was already up. 
Jesus Christ was raised from the dead sometime before sunset on Saturday. That is 
what the bible teaches. Therefore, three days and three nights earlier, on Wednes-
day, sometime before sunset, Jesus Christ was buried. He was raised from the dead 
three days and three nights later sometime before sunset on Saturday. Fuck good 
Friday, fuck easter Sunday, fuck easter bunnies, fuck eggs, and fuck religious 
horseshit. It is the details in the word that are important, not the traditions of men. 
 



 

The word records that there is a time gap between the dead being raised and those 
of us who are still alive and remain being changed. Why is that detail there? Why 
is it important? 
 
Last night, as I stepped into the shower, I asked God why he had this detail 
recorded. Why did he want us to know that the dead in Christ rise first, and then 
there is a time period before those still living on earth are changed? What difference 
does it make? Why is this detail so important that he had it recorded? He even 
recorded it twice, establishing it and highlighting it with a figure of speech. 
 
When I got into bed a couple of hours after my shower, I had my answer. As I lay 
down, I knew why God had this recorded, and it's mind blowing. 
 
I mentioned in an earlier work that the Revelation Administration would start with a 
bang. All over the world, in a moment of time, those of us with holy spirit will simply 
disappear off the face of the planet when Jesus Christ returns. Whether we are 
driving cars, mowing our lawns, cooking dinner, flying in aircraft, shopping, whatever, 
we will all simply disappear, all at the same time. 
 
And that's why there's a time gap. Jesus Christ will return with a shout, and with the 
trump of God. We will all hear it. All of us. No matter where we are on earth, we will 
all hear this shout, we will all hear the trump of God. We will all know what's about to 
happen. We will just know. While the dead are being raised and are meeting the 
Lord in the air, we who are still alive will still be here and we will know what's about 
to happen. That gives us time. If we're driving a bus, we will have time to pull over 
and park before we disappear so no one will be hurt. If we are driving on motorways, 
we will have time to pull over to the hard shoulder and park. If we're cooking, we will 
have time to turn off the cooker. We will have time to turn taps off, turn off electrical 
appliances, stop vehicles, have someone else quickly assume important respons-
ibilities so others are not harmed by our disappearance. We will have time to take 
care of stuff before we go. 
 
God is going to let us know what's about to happen which will give us enough time to 
take care of stuff before we go so others are not harmed. See how wonderful our 
God is? 
 

1 John 1:5 
This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that 
God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.

The Sword of the Spirit 
 
 
 
 
 

I have never taught on the sword of the spirit before. After listening to hundreds of 
live and recorded teachings on the subject, and writing up voluminous notes, in my 
heart I knew I still had no idea what this verse was talking about. How does the 
sword of the spirit apply to real life? 
 

Ephesians  6:17 
And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of 
God: 

 
In the past, if there was no way to avoid reading this verse during a teaching, I would 
quickly skim past it and move on. I don't think I've even mentioned the sword of the 
spirit in my two previous classes, Walking by the Spirit and Teachings in the Key of 
Life. If I do not understand something, I will not teach it. If you want to listen to 
mindless sermons by men who don't understand the bible, go to church. 
 
One point of view that came up during all those teachings I listened to was that this 
sword of the spirit wasn't really a sword at all, it was a javelin, and that this section of 
Ephesians is allegorical and illustrates competition rather than warfare. Is that so? 
Devil spirits don't regard this as a game. 
 

Revelation 12:15-17 
And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that he 
might cause her to be carried away of the flood. 
 
And the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed 
up the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth. 
 
And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the 
remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the 
testimony of Jesus Christ. 

 
This flood, which refers to the flood of Noah's day, almost destroyed the human race. 
It was the devil who declared war on us and it was the devil who flooded the earth to 
try to exterminate men. If the Jesuits and the freemasons understood his true nature, 
they would not worship him. 
 
Today, everyone knows that many ancient civilisations simply disappeared off the 
face of the earth around the same time. They scratch their heads and come up with 
theory after theory about where they all went, but it's really no mystery, they all 
drowned. Only Noah and his family survived. That's the truth. 
 

Genesis 7:19-22 
And the waters prevailed exceedingly upon the earth; and all the high hills, 
that were under the whole heaven, were covered. 



 

Fifteen cubits upward did the waters prevail; and the mountains were covered. 
 
And all flesh died that moved upon the earth, both of fowl, and of cattle, and of 
beast, and of every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth, and every man: 
 
All in whose nostrils was the breath of life, of all that was in the dry land, died. 

 
When the earth was flooded, there was just one huge ocean with no land anywhere. 
The waters were 15 cubits higher than the top of the highest mountain. So where did 
all that water go? If there is land now, all that water had to go somewhere. The word 
says the earth opened her mouth and swallowed it. 
 

Revelation 12:16 
And the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed 
up the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth. 

 
This reference to the earth opening its mouth and swallowing all that water indicates 
a crack in the earth's crust down which all that water drained. By the way, according 
to the bible, it was after this event that Pangaea broke apart. Yes, I know that 
contradicts the academic world, but I don't give a fuck, the bible is truth and the world 
is full of shit. You make up your own mind on what truth is. 
 

1 Chronicles 1:19 
And unto Eber were born two sons: the name of the one was Peleg; because in 
his days the earth was divided: and his brother's name was Joktan. 

 
This is not a game, we are at war. The sword of the spirit is not a javelin, it is a 
sword. A sword is a weapon. Anyone who contradicts the bible and inserts their 
private interpretations of it, and then teaches their doctrines of men as truth can go 
and fuck themselves. Do you think Jesus Christ thought he was playing games 
during the two days he was tortured and beaten to a pulp before being crucified? 
 
I often see scriptures posted on Facebook, Twitter, forums and other places, and for 
some reason they are always nice scriptures about nice things. You know, God is 
wonderful and loves us kind of stuff, with pretty flowers, nice scenery and cute 
animals. Hey, if your life is under attack, you're going to need something a bit more 
substantial than pretty flowers, nice scenery and cute animals to keep you alive. 
 

Hebrews 4:12 
For the word of God is quick [alive], and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged 
sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints 
and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. 

 
People carried swords for two reasons. The obvious one was when going into battle, 
but they also carried swords in civilian life for self defence. We can see this in the 
gospels. Peter was carrying a sword when Jesus Christ was arrested. 
 

John 18:10,11 
Then Simon Peter having a sword drew it, and smote the high priest's servant, 
and cut off his right ear. The servant's name was Malchus. 



 

Then said Jesus unto Peter, Put up thy sword into the sheath: the cup which my 
Father hath given me, shall I not drink it? 

 
In Jesus Christ's day and in Paul's day, it was normal for people to carry swords for 
self defence. Therefore, this figurative reference in Ephesians to the word of God 
being a sword tells us that the word of God can be used either as an offensive 
weapon or as a weapon of self defence. Romans shows us how the word of God can 
be used as an offensive weapon. 
 

Romans 13:3,4 
For rulers are not a terror to good works, but to the evil. Wilt thou then not be 
afraid of the power? do that which is good, and thou shalt have praise of the 
same: 
 
For he is the minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is evil, be 
afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister of God, a 
revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil. 

 
In the book of Acts, we can see Peter and Paul using the word as an offensive 
weapon to fight against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the 
darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness from on high. Here is Peter in 
action. 
 

Acts 5:1-11 
But a certain man named Ananias, with Sapphira his wife, sold a possession, 
 
And kept back part of the price, his wife also being privy to it, and brought a 
certain part, and laid it at the apostles' feet. 
 
But Peter said, Ananias, why hath Satan filled thine heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, 
and to keep back part of the price of the land? 
 
Whiles it remained, was it not thine own? and after it was sold, was it not in thine 
own power? why hast thou conceived this thing in thine heart? thou hast not lied 
unto men, but unto God. 
 
And Ananias hearing these words fell down, and gave up the ghost: and great fear 
came on all them that heard these things. 
 
And the young men arose, wound him up, and carried him out, and buried him. 
 
And it was about the space of three hours after, when his wife, not knowing what 
was done, came in. 
 
And Peter answered unto her, Tell me whether ye sold the land for so much? And 
she said, Yea, for so much. 
 
Then Peter said unto her, How is it that ye have agreed together to tempt the 
Spirit of the Lord? behold, the feet of them which have buried thy husband are at 
the door, and shall carry thee out. 



 

Then fell she down straightway at his feet, and yielded up the ghost: and the 
young men came in, and found her dead, and, carrying her forth, buried her by her 
husband. 
 
And great fear came upon all the church, and upon as many as heard these 
things. 

 
Still think this is a game we're playing? Here is Paul wielding the sword of the spirit 
as an offensive weapon. 
 

Acts 13:6-11 
And when they had gone through the isle unto Paphos, they found a certain 
sorcerer, a false prophet, a Jew [Judean], whose name was Barjesus: 
 
Which was with the deputy of the country, Sergius Paulus, a prudent man; who 
called for Barnabas and Saul, and desired to hear the word of God. 
 
But Elymas the sorcerer (for so is his name by interpretation) withstood them, 
seeking to turn away the deputy from the faith. 
 
Then Saul, (who also is called Paul,) filled with the Holy Ghost [holy spirit], set his 
eyes on him, 
 
And said, O full of all subtilty and all mischief, thou child of the devil, thou enemy 
of all righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right ways of the Lord? 
 
And now, behold, the hand of the Lord is upon thee, and thou shalt be blind, not 
seeing the sun for a season. And immediately there fell on him a mist and a 
darkness; and he went about seeking some to lead him by the hand. 

 
There are many records where men of God used the sword of the spirit as an offen-
sive weapon to destroy the works of the devil, but there are also records where we 
can see the sword being used in self defence. When the devil tempted Jesus Christ 
with the world and all its glory, Jesus Christ responded with it is written. He fought for 
his life by quoting scripture. 
 

Matthew 4:8-10 
Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him 
all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; 
 
And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and 
worship me. 
 
Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt 
worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. 

 
When you understand that wielding scripture is how you wield the sword of the spirit 
in self defence, you will also understand then why it is important to memorise 
scriptures. If you don't have any scriptures in your head, you have nothing to defend 
yourself with. 



 

Jesus Christ didn't carry a bible and a concordance around with him. He had the 
word in his head. He had memorised so many scriptures that no matter what came 
his way he could use the sword of the spirit to defend himself and attack his 
enemies. He knew how to defend himself with the sword of the spirit, and he knew 
how to fight back. In the following example, the church leaders accused him of 
breaking the laws of men as if they were the laws of God. 
 

Mark 7:5-7 
Then the Pharisees and scribes asked him, Why walk not thy disciples according 
to the tradition of the elders, but eat bread with unwashen hands? 
 
He answered and said unto them, Well hath Esaias prophesied of you hypocrites, 
as it is written, This people honoureth me with their lips, but their heart is far from 
me. 
 
Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of 
men. 

 
Jesus Christ did not know ahead of time this attack would be coming. When these 
religious men marched up and publicly accused him of what they considered to be 
evil, he had the right scriptures memorised to counter their attack. Did he throw 
pretty flowers at them? Did he look at them and say, well, God loves me, and walk 
away with his head down? Those religious bastards didn't regard what they were 
doing as a game. They were looking for an excuse to kill him. 
 
On another occasion, the religious leaders actually managed to conjure up a 
situation where they knew there were no scriptures Jesus Christ could use. 
 

John 8:2-6 
And early in the morning he [Jesus Christ] came again into the temple, and all the 
people came unto him; and he sat down, and taught them. 
 
And the scribes and Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and 
when they had set her in the midst, 
 
They say unto him, Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. 
 
Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned: but what 
sayest thou? 
 
This they said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus 
stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them 
not. 

 
It is likely these religious leaders set this woman up and arranged to have her 
dragged before Jesus Christ so they could catch him out in his words. This time they 
knew there were no scriptures he could use to counter their attack. Moses does state 
very clearly in the law that women taken in adultery should be stoned. They knew he 
couldn't possibly contradict Moses, so they knew he couldn't wield a scripture at 



 

them this time. If he contradicted Moses, they would have been able to level the 
charge of blasphemy at him, a crime that carried the death penalty. 
 
Jesus Christ's response is staggering. He doodled in the dust on the ground. There 
were no scriptures, he knew that, so attempting to respond with it is written would 
have put his life at risk. He wanted to help that woman, but he had no idea what to 
say. So, he doodled in the dust on the ground while he thought things through and 
waited for an answer from God on how best to deal with the situation. 
 
Forgiveness was the issue. God's forgiveness has always been available, and it is 
still available to everyone to this day. Forgiveness was available to that woman, but 
Moses does state that adulterers were to be stoned and he couldn't possibly 
contradict that. The word is quick and powerful and sharper than any two edged 
sword only when we wield it with precision. 
 

John 8:7-11 
So when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself, and said unto them, He 
that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. 
 
And again he stooped down, and wrote on the ground. 
 
And they which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out one 
by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and 
the woman standing in the midst. 
 
When Jesus had lifted up himself, and saw none but the woman, he said unto her, 
Woman, where are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? 
 
She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, 
and sin no more. 

 
Go and sin no more. See, she was given another chance. God's forgiveness is 
always available to us. That's what the religious leaders didn't understand. Religion 
turns people into cold, heartless, self righteous nasty little creatures. How do I know? 
Been there, done that. You think you're so right about everything, and all you can 
find is fault in everyone. Religion is a disease. Thankfully, it's curable. Remove the 
cause and the symptoms will gradually disappear. If you leave your horseshit 
churches, religions, and ministries constructed by men, and stay well away from all 
your religious friends who think they are so right about everything, your heart will 
eventually heal. If you want a relationship with God, get out of religion, avoid all 
forms of religious organisations constructed by men, and steer well clear of religious 
men like those scribes and Pharisees so you don't catch their foul diseases. 
 

2 Corinthians 6:14-18 
Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath 
righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with 
darkness? 
 
And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with 
an infidel? 



 

 
And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of 
the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will 
be their God, and they shall be my people. 
 
Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and 
touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, 
 
And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the 
Lord Almighty. 

 
Let's now read the section in Ephesians where it talks about the armour of God and 
the sword of the spirit. 
 

Ephesians 6:10 
Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. 

 
Ephesians does not say we are strong in ourselves. The devil isn't intimidated by 
cruise missiles, tanks, or the latest fighter aircraft. You can throw stones at him, fire 
missiles and bullets at him, shake your fists and scream at the sky as much as you 
like, all it will do is make him laugh. 
 

Job 41:27-29 
He esteemeth iron as straw, and brass as rotten wood. 
 
The arrow cannot make him flee: slingstones are turned with him into stubble. 
 
Darts are counted as stubble: he laugheth at the shaking of a spear. 

 
If you wander through life with an inane smile plastered to your face with nothing 
but nice scriptures about nice things in your head, and think that's wielding the sword 
of the spirit, you are clueless about the spiritual nature of the world you live in. 
 
To defeat spiritual wickedness from on high, we have to be strong in the Lord and in 
the power of his might. Jesus Christ is our Lord and we have Christ in us, so to be 
strong in the Lord and in the power of his might is to walk by the spirit with Christ as 
our head and energise the Christ in us. 
 
Ephesians then tells us we are to put on the armour of God. 
 

Ephesians 6:11,12 
Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of 
the devil. 
 
For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against 
powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual 
wickedness in high places [from on high]. 

 
Our fight isn’t against flesh and blood, it is against the principalities, the powers, the 
rulers of the darkness of this world, the spiritual wickedness from on high. The devil 



 

and his spirits hate us. They have declared war on us. They want us dead. Jesus 
Christ made it very clear what the devil’s will is. 
 

John 10:10 
The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that 
they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly. 

 
If we want protection from all this stealing, killing and destroying, we must put on the 
armour of God to protect ourselves. The only way we can prevail in life as children of 
God is to be strong in the Lord and in the power of his might, and to have on the 
armour of God. 
 

Ephesians  6:13 
Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to 
withstand in the evil day [withstand the evil one], and having done all, to stand. 

 
Putting on armour doesn’t stop attacks, it protects us from them. Armour protects 
different parts of the body, so we have to put it all on to be fully protected. 
 

Ephesians  6:14 
Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the 
breastplate of righteousness; 

 
Our loins is our midriff, where our legs join our body, and includes the groin area. 
The loins is where the strength and vigour of our bodies resides. We are to gird our 
loins with truth. This obviously doesn’t mean we strap bibles around our bodies, it’s a 
figurative reference to our thoughts. We put the word on in our minds until our 
thoughts are armour plated. Our wills and our commitments are to be girded with 
truth. 
 
The breastplate protects our chest, where our hearts beat. The breastplate of 
righteousness protects our hearts. Everything we believe comes from our heart, and 
how we build believing hearts is with armour plated thoughts. 
 

Proverbs 4:23 
Keep [guard] thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life. 

 
The word keep is the word guard. It’s a military term. How we guard our hearts is by 
having our thoughts armour plated with truth and having on the breastplate of 
righteousness. It is from our hearts that life issues, that life flows from. Believing 
flows from our hearts, and our believing determines our lives. We must protect our 
hearts with the breastplate of righteousness. No matter what the devil tries to 
condemn us with, no matter what he throws at us from our past, we hold onto the 
righteousness of God. I am righteous, not because of anything I’ve ever done, but 
because God through Jesus Christ made me righteous. 
 

Romans 3:21-24 
But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed 
by the law and the prophets; 
 



 

Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon 
all them that believe: for there is no difference: 
 
For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; 
 
Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus: 

 
This teaching is for me as well as you. My past causes me all sorts of anguish when 
I don’t  have on the breastplate of righteousness. These last few weeks while 
working this teaching have been particularly difficult because of things in my past 
that kept coming to my mind. Sometimes it isn’t easy to drag your thoughts out of 
your past. I’ve been struggling so badly recently, that last night Father suggested I 
watch a movie. The Railway Man is a movie about a man who had been tortured as 
a prisoner by a particular Japanese soldier during World War 2, and who went back 
after the war to kill him. Powerful story, but the movie also shows you how much that 
Japanese soldier suffered with guilt after the war because of the things he had done. 
I’ve never done anything even remotely as bad as that Japanese soldier did. In 
comparison, what do I have to feel guilty about? The movie helped me to overcome 
remorse and guilt. And what about the Apostle Paul? Look at the things he did to 
people before he was born again. If he can put his past behind him, anyone can. 
 

Philippians 3:13,14 
Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I 
do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things 
which are before, 
 
I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 

 
Paul tortured people in prison, even women, and had them put to death. What do 
you think that must have done to him at times? Only the breastplate of righteousness 
can protect our hearts from our pasts. Paul put his past behind him. We all have to 
put our pasts behind us. That’s putting on the breastplate of righteousness. Here’s 
how Paul put it in Corinthians. Here is a man wearing the breastplate of right-
eousness. 
 

1 Corinthians 4:3 
But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged of you, or of man’s 
judgment: yea, I judge not mine own self. 

 
What’s next in Ephesians? 
 

Ephesians  6:15 
And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 

 
This means that our actions, our feet, where we go in life, must track with the word. 
That takes preparation. No one can learn the word without preparation, it’s 
impossible. I was trained as a TA soldier by the Parachute Regiment. Have you any 
idea how much I had to prepare both physically and mentally to get through their 
training and be awarded a red beret? It’s the same with the word, we have to 
prepare. 



 

 
Psalm 119:11 
Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee. 

 
It isn’t the absence of sin that floods our lives with the things of God, it is diligently 
and faithfully hiding the word in our hearts so that eventually we don’t sin. That takes 
preparation, it takes work, it takes commitment, and it takes time. We are to prepare 
our thoughts until everything we think and do tracks with the word. 
 

2 Corinthians 10:5 
Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the 
knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of 
Christ; 

 
The bible does not tell us to be obedient to religious ministries, organisations and 
churches constructed by men, but that is what they will tell you to do. They will tell 
you that their leader gets revelation from God and so following their leader is being 
obedient to Christ. Tell them to fuck off and get out of their shit churches and 
ministries. We bring every thought captive to the obedience of Christ by being 
obedient to the Christ in us. We learn to walk by the spirit with Christ as our head. 
 

Ephesians  6:16 
Above all, taking the shield of faith [believing], wherewith ye shall be able to 
quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. 

 
A shield is a defence against attack. Warriors of old used shields to deflect arrow, 
sword, axe, and lance strikes. A shield protects us from weapon strikes that mean to 
kill us or cause us serious harm. The shield of believing protects us from the fiery 
darts that come at us from the spirit realm. 
 
The devil has declared war on us and he wants us dead. If he can’t kill us, he does 
everything he can to break our hearts and make our lives as miserable as possible. 
Those fiery darts are very real. This is no game we are playing. The devil doesn’t 
come to play games. 
 

1 Peter 5:8 
Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh 
about, seeking whom he may devour: 

 
The last piece of armour we must put on is the helmet. 
 

Ephesians  6:17 
And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of 
God: 

 
A helmet protects our head. Salvation is what we received at the time of the new 
birth. We have eternal life, and nothing in the spiritual realm or in the physical realm 
can take that away from us. Being fully persuaded of this is having on the helmet of 
salvation. Even death itself cannot defeat us. 
 



 

Romans 8:38,39 
For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor 
powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 
 
Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from 
the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

 
Understanding this protects our heads and because of that protection we can live 
with no fear of death. We have the victory. 
 

1 Corinthians 15:51-57 
Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep [die], but we shall all be 
changed, 
 
In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall 
sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 
 
For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on 
immortality. 
 
So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have 
put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death 
is swallowed up in victory. 
 
O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? 
 
The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. 
 
But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 

 
I’m not afraid of death, not in the slightest. Get the helmet of salvation onto your 
head and you won’t be afraid of it either. When Jesus Christ comes back, we will be 
there. 
 

Ephesians  6:13 
Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to 
withstand in the evil day [withstand the evil one], and having done all, to stand. 

 
We absolutely need this armour of God for protection. We absolutely need our 
thoughts armour plated with truth, we need the breastplate of righteousness to 
protect ourselves from our pasts, everything we do has to track with the word, we 
need the shield of believing to deflect those fiery darts, we need the helmet of 
salvation so we can live without fear, and we need the sword of the spirit so we can 
strike back. 
 
Fighting against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of 
this world, against spiritual wickedness from on high is something we do, not 
something God does for us. Armour plating our thoughts is something we do, God 
doesn’t do it for us. Putting on the breastplate of righteousness is something we do, 
God doesn’t do it for us. Living the word is something we do, it isn’t something God 



 

does for us. Putting on the helmet of salvation is something we do, God doesn’t do it 
for us. He went to a lot of trouble to have the bible written so we could know these 
things. Clothed with the armour of God, having the shield of believing, and with the 
sword of the spirit in our grasp, we can soundly defeat every challenge that comes 
our way. 
 

1 John 4:4 
Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that 
is in you, than he that is in the world.

The Sword of the Spirit ï Part 2 
 
 
 
 
 

When God gave the dominion of the earth to Adam and Eve, their authority was 
without question. Authority is an important part of all life, including the spiritual. God 
gave man authority over the earth. God recognises authority. 
 

Genesis 1:28 
And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and 
replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, 
and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the 
earth. 

 
The devil, being the seductive, sneaky bastard type tricked Adam and Eve out of 
their authority over the earth. Man gave their authority over the earth to the devil. 
 

Luke 4:6,7 
And the devil said unto him, All this power will I give thee, and the glory of them: 
for that is delivered [given] unto me; and to whomsoever I will I give it. 
 
If thou therefore wilt worship me, all shall be thine. 

 
Just as Adam and Eve's authority over the earth was without question, so the devil's 
authority as the god of this world now is also without question. God gave that 
authority to man, and man gave that authority to the devil. That is why the devil, 
Lucifer, is presently the god of this world. That's why the world is such a shit 
place. As a consequence, everyone who has been born since the fall of man has 
been born dead into this world as men of body and soul with no spirit. 
 
God looked at the situation, scratched his head and then devised a plan to rescue 
man from death. That plan was accomplished when God raised Jesus Christ from 
the dead. Eternal life is now freely available to men as a gift from God. Every time 
we get someone born again, we raise them from the dead and they have eternal life. 
 

Ephesians 5:14 
Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ 
shall give thee light. 

 
Our redemption from death and our eternal life may be free to us, but it came at 
great cost. It took Jesus Christ being tortured and beaten more than any human 
being on planet earth before or since, followed by his being crucified to accomplish it. 
While that was going on, God could only sit back and watch his son die. That was 
the price it took to redeem man back from the devil. 
 

Colossians 2:13,14 
And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he 
quickened [made alive] together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 



 

Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary 
to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross; 

 
We were all born into this world dead, without spirit, and as such were under the 
devil's authority because he is the god of this world. 
 

Ephesians 2:1-3 
And you hath he quickened, [made alive] who were dead in trespasses and sins; 
 
Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to 
the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of 
disobedience: 
 
Among whom also we all had our conversation [manner of life, behaviour] in times 
past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and 
were by nature the children of wrath, even as others. 

 
Once we are born again, the devil no longer has any authority over us because we 
are no longer citizens of his world, we are citizens of heaven. 
 

Philippians 3:20 
For our conversation [politeuma - citizenship] is in heaven; from whence also we 
look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 

 
Jesus Christ paid the price to redeem us from him, and that redemption is entirely 
legal. 
 

1 Corinthians 6:19.20 
What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost [holy 
spirit] which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own? 
 
For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your 
spirit, which are God's. 

 
When we are born again, things change. No longer are we children of wrath under 
the devil's authority, we are children of God. 
 

1 John 3:1,2 
Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should 
be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew 
him not. 
 
Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall 
be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see 
him as he is. 

 
As children of God, we have authority in this world, because our spirit, the Christ in 
us is greater than he that is in the world. 
 



 

1 John 4:4 
Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that 
is in you, than he that is in the world. 

 
This authority comes from God. Jesus Christ had that authority while he was here on 
earth, and now we have it. We have the authority to put on the armour of God and 
wield the sword of the spirit. We can learn much about this from Jesus Christ's life. 
 

Luke 20:1-8 
And it came to pass, that on one of those days, as he [Jesus Christ] taught the 
people in the temple, and preached the gospel, the chief priests and the scribes 
came upon him with the elders, 
 
And spake unto him, saying, Tell us, by what authority doest thou these things? or 
who is he that gave thee this authority? 
 
And he answered and said unto them, I will also ask you one thing; and answer 
me: 
 
The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or of men? 
 
And they reasoned with themselves, saying, If we shall say, From heaven; he will 
say, Why then believed ye him not? 
 
But and if we say, Of men; all the people will stone us: for they be persuaded that 
John was a prophet. 
 
And they answered, that they could not tell whence it was. 
 
And Jesus said unto them, Neither tell I you by what authority I do these things. 

 
Look at the way he spoke to these men. This was in public. The arrogant bastards 
interrupted his teaching and demanded answers to their questions. He didn't back 
away, he took those men on and made them look foolish in public. We have the 
same authority Jesus Christ had because we have Christ in us. 
 
Jesus Christ had no reservations about using the sword of the spirit to defend 
himself. He also had no reservations about using the sword of the spirit against his 
enemies if they attacked him. After he had silenced those evil men, he went on the 
attack. 
 

Luke 20:9-19 
Then began he to speak to the people this parable; A certain man planted a 
vineyard, and let it forth to husbandmen, and went into a far country for a long 
time. 
 
And at the season he sent a servant to the husbandmen, that they should give 
him of the fruit of the vineyard: but the husbandmen beat him, and sent him away 
empty. 
 



 

And again he sent another servant: and they beat him also, and entreated him 
shamefully, and sent him away empty. 
 
And again he sent a third: and they wounded him also, and cast him out. 
 
Then said the lord of the vineyard, What shall I do? I will send my beloved son: it 
may be they will reverence him when they see him. 
 
But when the husbandmen saw him, they reasoned among themselves, saying, 
This is the heir: come, let us kill him, that the inheritance may be ours. 
 
So they cast him out of the vineyard, and killed him. What therefore shall the lord 
of the vineyard do unto them? 
 
He shall come and destroy these husbandmen, and shall give the vineyard to 
others. And when they heard it, they said, God forbid. 
 
And he beheld them, and said, What is this then that is written, The stone which 
the builders rejected, the same is become the head of the corner? 
 
Whosoever shall fall upon that stone shall be broken; but on whomsoever it shall 
fall, it will grind him to powder. 
 
And the chief priests and the scribes the same hour sought to lay hands on him; 
and they feared the people: for they perceived that he had spoken this parable 
against them. 

 
Those religious bastards knew he had spoken that parable against them in public. 
They absolutely hated Jesus Christ and wanted him dead. Things are no different 
today. If you're still going to church and listening to these foul creatures spout their 
religious shite, you need to separate yourself from them because all they will do is 
poison you with their words. They fought against Jesus Christ with words  and he 
used the sword of the spirit to defend himself and strike back. 
 

Luke 20:20-22 
And they watched him, and sent forth spies, which should feign themselves just 
men, that they might take hold of his words, that so they might deliver him unto 
the power and authority of the governor. 
 
And they asked him, saying, Master, we know that thou sayest and teachest 
rightly, neither acceptest thou the person of any, but teachest the way of God 
truly: 
 
Is it lawful for us to give tribute unto Caesar, or no? 

 
Clever question. If he said it was lawful to give tax to Caesar, the people would have 
hated him because they hated the Romans. If he said it was not legal to give tax to 
Caesar, they would have charged him with sedition for inciting the people to not pay 
their taxes, a crime punishable by death. The world hated him and it hates us. That's 



 

why we have armour for protection and a sword to defend ourselves with and strike 
back. 
 
We have the authority to use the sword of the spirit. To do that, we need to be 
walking by the spirit and we need to have the word in our heads. No truth around 
your loins, no breastplate of righteousness, no preparing your feet to walk by the 
spirit, no shield of believing, no helmet of salvation, and no sword to defend yourself 
means you're a sitting duck for fiery darts. 
 

Luke 20:23-26 
But he perceived their craftiness, and said unto them, Why tempt ye me? 
 
Shew me a penny. Whose image and superscription hath it? They answered and 
said, Caesar's. 
 
And he said unto them, Render therefore unto Caesar the things which be 
Caesar's, and unto God the things which be God's. 
 
And they could not take hold of his words before the people: and they marvelled at 
his answer, and held their peace. 

 
We must understand that not only did Jesus Christ use the sword of the spirit to fend 
off attack, he also often went on the offensive and struck back. He didn't go around 
looking for trouble, but he wasn't afraid to deal with it if it came looking for him. 
 

Matthew 23:27,28,33 
Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited 
sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of 
dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness. 
 
Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of 
hypocrisy and iniquity. 
 
Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can ye escape the damnation of hell? 

 
Luke 20:45-47 
Then in the audience of all the people he said unto his disciples, 
 
Beware of the scribes, which desire to walk in long robes, and love greetings in 
the markets, and the highest seats in the synagogues, and the chief rooms at 
feasts; 
 
Which devour widows' houses, and for a shew make long prayers: the same shall 
receive greater damnation. 

 
Jesus Christ was so good at wielding the sword of the spirit that his enemies 
eventually stopped attacking him because they were afraid of him. They feared to 
take him on because they knew they would lose. 
 



 

Matthew 22:41-46 
While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them, 
 
Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, The Son of 
David. 
 
He saith unto them, How then doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying, 
 
The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies 
thy footstool. 
 
If David then call him Lord, how is he his son? 
 
And no man was able to answer him a word, neither durst [dared] any man from 
that day forth ask him any more questions. 

 
Can we prevail in life like Jesus Christ did? Absolutely! 
 

Romans 8:31 
What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? 
 
Psalm 91:13 
Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder: the young lion and the dragon shalt thou 
trample under feet. 
 
Psalm 60:12 
Through God we shall do valiantly: for he it is that shall tread down our enemies. 

 
The word of God is the will of God. This isn't a fairy tale. We really can tread on lions 
and adders, which are figurative references to devil spirits, and we really can trample 
on the dragon. It is the word that gives us that authority. It is the word that makes us 
more than conquerors. When are we ever going to believe the word? 
 
Romans shows us how the gift ministries use the sword of the spirit as an offensive 
weapon to protect the body of Christ. 
 

Romans 13:3,4 
For rulers are not a terror to good works, but to the evil. Wilt thou then not be 
afraid of the power? do that which is good, and thou shalt have praise of the 
same: 
 
For he is the minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is evil, be 
afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister of God, a 
revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil. 

 
The higher powers are the energised gift ministries operating in the home churches. 
They are the ones God puts here to look after the saints, do the work of the ministry 
and edify the body of Christ. 
 



 

Ephesians 4:11,12 
And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and 
some, pastors and teachers; 
 
For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the 
body of Christ: 

 
There are two evils which put an end to the gift ministries. No gift ministries being 
energised means the saints are vulnerable, the work of the ministry isn't done, and 
the body of Christ is broken down rather than built up. 
 

Jeremiah 2:13 
For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of 
living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no 
water. 

 
A church or ministry is something man makes in which to house his religion. Man just 
seems to feel the need to have some kind of organised structure complete with 
layers of leadership into which he can place his religion. Religious organisations 
constructed by men are broken cisterns that can hold no water. Any flowing of living 
waters they may have once energised will eventually leak out of them until all that is 
left is dry religious ceremony. 
 
If we submit ourselves to structures of leadership within man-made ministries rather 
than to the gift ministries we will lose the word because God does not dwell in 
temples made with hands. We must all learn to walk by the spirit with Christ as our 
head or there is no flowing of living waters. 
 
The living waters of Jeremiah refers to the energising of God's power, the manif-
estation of spiritual power. Cutting off the power of God in our day is accomplished 
by turning people away from walking by the spirit to walking by the counsel of men. 
Instead of walking with Christ as their head, people are taught to walk within a 
structure of leadership in a church or ministry constructed by men. That is walking by 
the senses because it is putting your trust in men rather than in God who is the 
fountain. 
 
The spiritual responsibilities God gave to the gift ministries are not responsibilities 
given by men to men in leadership positions within religious organisations. God gives 
the gift ministries, and cutting off these energised ministries is evil because it cuts off 
the fountain of living waters. 
 

Jeremiah 2:13 
For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of 
living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no 
water. 

 
Replacing the energised gift ministries of God with leadership ordained by men 
within religious organisations is how the fountain of living waters is cut off. Men 
ordain men in ministries constructed by men, give them reverend titles, and demand 



 

everyone in their broken cistern shithole church or ministry submits to them. These 
men ordained by men may have reverend titles, but they are not the gift ministries. 
Men promoted by men to leadership positions within a religious organisation who 
strut around with a flashy nametag pinned to their designer suits are not the gift 
ministries. When these men demand obedience and everyone submits to them 
rather than to the Christ in them, the fountain of living waters is cut off. That is how 
the spirit of error cuts off the fountain of living waters. 
 

1 John 4:4-6 
Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that 
is in you, than he that is in the world. 
 
They are of the world: therefore speak they of the world, and the world heareth 
them. 
 
We are of God: he that knoweth God heareth us; he that is not of God heareth not 
us. Hereby know we the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error. 
 

Who is the us in verse 6? Those of us who have fellowship with God and with his 
son Jesus Christ. 
 

1 John 1:3 
That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that ye also may have 
fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son 
Jesus Christ. 

 
The context of John 3:4-6 is clearly distinguishing between the spirit of truth and the 
spirit of error. Those of us who have fellowship with God and with his son Jesus 
Christ are those of us who walk by the spirit and have no confidence in the flesh. As 
soon as men stop walking by the spirit and instead start doing what their leadership 
tells them to do, the fountain of living waters is cut off. Christ is the head of the 
church and we have Christ in us. The Christ in us does not tell someone else to tell 
you what to do. That’s not how walking by the spirit works in the Age of Grace. 
 
My fight isn’t against flesh and blood, it is against spiritual wickedness, the spirits 
who run this world, the principalities and powers, the spiritual wickedness from on 
high. 
 
Men in leadership positions in ministries and churches and religions built by men are 
not the gift ministries. I really don’t give a fuck who they think they are, they are not 
the higher powers, they are men ordained by men. They do not walk by the spirit, 
their trust is in counsels of men, which is trusting in the flesh. Anyone who follows 
them and makes men their head rather than Christ will find themselves in the ditch 
with the blind. 



 

 

 
Walking by the senses and putting your trust in counsels of men is not walking by the 
spirit. Asking God for guidance and praying before beginning a counsel of men does 
not turn walking by the senses into walking by the spirit. Get out of your broken 
cisterns and get back to the word. The world is worse now than it was in the days of 
Sodom and Gomorrah. Only by walking away from the world’s broken cisterns and 
once again putting our trust in God and walking by the spirit can we live safely and 
abundantly in this world.

The Word Will Come to Pass 
 
 
 
 
 

A couple of weeks back, I was sitting in my armchair one evening, looking at the 
bible on the coffee table and then over at my book, Walking by the Spirit, which was 
sitting on a small table near the door. My life's work is in that book. I'm nearly 61 
years old now. I've grown old. What will happen to the word I've given my life to 
when I die? 
 
While I mulled this over, it occurred to me that Jesus Christ must have had the same 
thoughts when he was dying on the cross. What did he have to show for his life? He 
didn't have a ministry going, he didn't have a home church, he hadn't written any 
books, Peter had denied him, and all his disciples had run away. What must he have 
thought looking around him as he died? Did it cross his mind perhaps that the word 
he had given his life to might be lost after his death? That evening, I understood 
more deeply than ever before the truth that God does not dwell in temples made with 
hands. 
 
The future of the human race, the future of planet earth, the destiny of eternity isn't 
dependent on me. I can't do God's job for him. Jesus Christ understood that as well. 
He knew the future of the human race wasn't in his hands either, that it was in God's 
hands, that God had it covered. That's why he gave his life when he had absolutely 
nothing to show for it. God set before Jesus Christ what he had to do and he did it. 
Jesus Christ fulfilled his calling, the job God had given him to do. He gave his life for 
you and me. That was his part in God's plan. 
 
I began my search for truth in 1977 while sailing up the Gulf of Aqaba. God was 
there when I cried out for help, and he saved my life at the very spot where Moses 
parted the Red Sea. I was just 19 years old. In 1998, God asked me to write a book. 
I've done that. That was my life's calling. That was my part in all this. 
 
I'm no longer afraid of the future. I'm no longer afraid of growing old. I'm no longer 
afraid of death. I'm no longer afraid of the word being lost after my death. Jesus 
Christ wasn't afraid either. He knew God had it covered and he let his life go. He had 
nothing to show for his life when he let it go. He had nothing. All his disciples had run 
away. He hadn't even written a book. 
 
My book is in the senses realm, it's real, it's tangible, it's here, a manual on how to 
read the bible and understand it. It isn't a replacement for the bible, it's simply an 
instruction manual on how to read and understand it. It has taken me 40 years to 
research and write it and bring it into the senses realm. Walking by the Spirit is here. 
You can hold it in your hands, you can open it and you can read it. The truth that 
God does not dwell in temples made with hands is now available for the first time in 
nearly two thousand years. 
 
Am I concerned that this truth will die with me? A couple of weeks back, I was, and it 
was a very real fear. This is the fear that drives men to build organisations to house 



 

the word they have given their lives to. That's what drove John Wesley to construct 
chapels everywhere he went. He was afraid the word would be lost after his death so 
he constructed chapels to put that word into. That's the fear that drives men to 
construct religious ministries and organisations and staff them with leadership. That's 
the fear that drives men to construct broken cisterns that can hold no water. We 
have to learn to put all our trust in God and just do our job. When men start thinking 
that God can't do his job without their help, they are putting their trust in themselves, 
and that's putting your trust in the flesh. I mean, really, what kind of an ego trip is 
that? When men construct religious organisations to put the word into because they 
don't think God can do his job, they are committing the evils Jeremiah warned us 
about. That's how the spirit of error works. It's all based on fear and ego. Fear and 
ego is the corner stone of all religion. 
 
Jesus Christ was not afraid when he was hanging on the cross. He knew the future 
of the human race was in God's hands, not his, and he let his life go. The future of 
the human race isn't in my hands either. My job, my calling, my part in all this was to 
research and write a book. I've written three. The future is in God's hands, not mine. 
I don't care if I don't have a ministry. I don't care if I don't have a religious 
organisation to put my religion into. The word is going to come to pass, that's it. 
God did raise the Lord Jesus Christ from the dead. The events recorded in the book 
of Revelation will come to pass. Jesus Christ will return to earth to gather the saints. 
I will be raised from the dead should I die before his return. It is all written and it will 
all come to pass. 
 
After my dinner this evening, while enjoying a cup of coffee in my armchair, watching 
flames of fire dancing on the logs in the wood burner, God showed me that this 
chapter will be the final chapter of my life's work, that there is no more for me to 
write. It has taken me an hour to finally restrain the tears. 
 
My whole life and ministry and calling was to dig out the truth that God does not live 
in temples made with hands and publish it in a book. It has taken me over 40 years 
and half a million words to do it. I will not forsake the fountain of living waters. I will 
not hew out a broken cistern in which to house the word God has taught me. I will 
not construct a temple made with hands because I'm afraid the word will die with me. 
I will not commit the evils Jeremiah warned us of thousands of years ago. 
 

Jeremiah 2:13 
For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of 
living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no 
water. 

 
Hey, want to know something I learned this week? All my life I've had this hazy, 
nebulous idea that God is somewhere out there in the vastness of space, lost among 
the stars, way out there in the universe in someplace called heaven, somewhere way 
beyond my comprehension. Well, God showed me this week that this is not the case. 
That's looking in the wrong direction. God isn't up there in the astronomical, he is 
down in the microscopical among the atoms, among the photons, protons, neutrons 
and electrons that all matter is built from. That's where the spiritual world is, not lost 
out there somewhere in space. That's why God is everywhere. Atoms and molecules 
are the building blocks of everything. The senses realm is built from the 



 

microscopical universe outwards. The senses realm is but an outgrowth from the 
spiritual world resident down in the atomic universe. 
 
After my death, the world is going to pull my life to pieces and portray me as perhaps 
the most evil cunt that has ever lived on planet earth. They will dig into my past to 
find every little piece of dirt they can find to put people off the word I spent my life 
searching for. Don't look at my life, look at the word in my life. Don't examine me, 
you won't find anything of any value in me because I'm just as flawed as everyone 
else. Look at the word, not me. I will be one of the most hated men that has ever 
lived. I don't give a fuck. I don't give a fuck about Lucifer, his big mouth, his ego or 
his crap world. The word says that greater is he that is in me than he that is in the 
world. The word says I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. The 
word says I can tread on serpents and scorpions and over all the power of the 
enemy. The word says I can trample the dragon under my feet. So can you because 
the word says so and the word is truth. 
 
I am not a hater, I'm a lover. I love the truth. It is the world that hates and the truth is 
hate to those who hate truth. Despite that hatred, God loved the world enough to 
send his son to die for us so we could be raised from death and have eternal life. 
God doesn't wish evil against evil men and neither do I. 
 

Ezekiel 33:11 
Say unto them, As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I have no pleasure in the death of 
the wicked; but that the wicked turn from his way and live: turn ye, turn ye from 
your evil ways; for why will ye die, O house of Israel? 

 
The future isn't in religious organisations or ministries, the future is in home churches 
that are self governing, self propagating, and self supporting. God let me know this 
evening that there is now enough truth printed in my books for anyone anywhere on 
earth to learn how to read the bible, understand it, learn to walk by the spirit and 
establish a church in their home. We each have a job to do and I've played my part. I 
have fulfilled my calling, I have run my course with joy. If but one person is born 
again and raised from the dead as a result of my work that will make my entire life 
worthwhile. This life is but a moment, eternity is forever. It has been a privilege to 
serve you. The word will come to pass.

Jesus goes into the Judean countryside where his disciples baptise - John 3:22 

John the Baptist bears record of the Christ - John 3:23-36

This centurion 



 

came to Jesus himself, the centurion who wanted healing for his servant sent 

messengers. 

He casts out a devil spirit from a possessed man in the synagogue at Capernaum - 

Mark 1:1-28, Luke 4:31-37 

The same day he heals Peter's mother in law - Matthew 8:14,15, Mark 1:29-31, Luke 

4:38,39 

During the evening he cast out a bunch of devil spirits and healed many. Sunset 

marked the new day. Matthew 8:16,17, Mark 1:32-34, Luke 4:40,41 

Before sunrise the next day, he was up and off to a solitary place. Peter and others 

followed him. Mark 1:35-38, Luke 4:42,43 

He travelled to Galilee to preach throughout the whole region, and cast out more 

devil spirits - Mark 1:39, Luke 4:44 

He teaches from a boat and fills a net with fish. This was not a miracle and nowhere 

in the bible is it referred to as a miracle. Luke 5:1-11 

He heals a leper. This is not the leper he healed in Matthew 8:1-4. Mark 1:40-45, 

Luke 5:12-16 

He heals a paralyzed man carried by four. Matthew 9:2-8 (not in chronological 

sequence) - Mark 2:1-12, Luke 5:17-26 

Teaches a multitude by the seaside - Mark 2:13 

He calls Matthew to work with him full time to help him with his ministry. Matthew 

was already a disciple - Matthew 9:9-13 (not in Chronological sequence), Mark 2:14-

22, Luke 5:27-39 

He picks grain on a Sabbath. 'second sabbath after the first' in Luke 6:1 is translated 

from deuteroprōtō in the Greek, which doesn't mean 'second sabbath after the first' 

at all. The text should read 'and it came to pass on a sabbath', which is how it is in 

some manuscripts. Matthew 12:1-8 (not in chronological sequence), Mark 2:23-28, 

Luke 6:1-5. 

He heals a man with a withered hand - Matthew 12:9-14, Mark 3:1-6, Luke 6:6-11 

Healings by the sea - Matthew 12:15-21, Mark 3:7-12 

He goes up a mountain to pray and in the morning ordained 12 of his disciples to be 

apostles - Mark 3:13-19, Luke 6:12-16 

The teaching on the plain - Luke 6:17-49. This is a different teaching to the teaching 

on the mount in Matthew 5. Mountains and plains are different places. After the 

teaching in Matthew, Jesus went to Capernaum where a centurion met him to ask for 

healing for his child. After his teaching in Luke, he entered Capernaum where a 

centurion sent elders of the Judeans to ask for a healing for his servant. They are 

two entirely different events. 

He heals the centurion's servant in Capernaum - Luke 7:1-10 

The next day he raises a widow's son from the dead in the city of Nain - Luke 7:11-

John the Baptist sends messengers. This record is out of chronological sequence in 

Matthew, where the incident is included as the figure of speech parembole. Luke 

records this event in chronological seqeunce. (Matthew 11:2-30), Luke 7:18-35 

Eats with a Pharisee called Simon. A woman anoints him. Luke 7:36-50 

He preaches in villages, accompanied by the twelve and a few women - Luke 8:1-3 

Jesus teaches the parable of the sower. He was sitting in an open courtyard of 

someone's home. During his teaching, he healed a blind and dumb man. The 

Scribes and Pharisees who were watching said he was casting out devils by devil 

spirit power. Again, as he was teaching, his mother and brothers arrived to sieze him 

and drag him away because they thought he was nuts. When they couldn't get 

inside, they called his name and told him to come outside. Jesus refused. Later that 

day he went out to the shore of the Sea of Galilee and taught out of a boat. He told 

the parable of the sower and the seed for a second time. He then told a few more 

parables and dismissed the crowds. He returned to a house where his disciples 

asked him the meaning of parables and why he spoke to the crowds using them. 

(Matthew 12:22-13:53), Mark 3:19-4:34, Luke 8:4-21. 

That evening he crossed the Sea of Galilee, and calmed the water on his way -

Jesus is raped and tortured all night by Roman soldiers (Nisan 13-14), April 27-28 

AD, Matthew 27:27-31, Mark 15:16-20 

He is led away to be crucified with 3 malefactors, Simon of Cyrene carries his cross 

for him, the first drugged painkilling drink is offered to him but he refuses it, Matthew 

27:31,32, Mark 15:20-23, Luke 23:26-32, John 19:16,17 

He is crucified and he refuses a second drugged drink, his clothes are dished out 

among the soldiers and his robe is gambled away, Pilate writes his accusation (this 

was around 9am), he is mocked, he refuses a third drink, and his accusation is 

placed over his head, Matthew 27:33-37, Mark 15:24-26, Luke 23:33-38, John 19:18-

24 

One of the malefactors takes his side, Luke 23:39-43 

Two robbers are now crucified with him, one on each side, Matthew 27:38, Mark 

15:27,28, (already mentioned in John 19:18) 

Jesus is reviled by the crowds, the religious leaders, and the two robbers, Matthew 

27:39-44, Mark 15:29-32 

Darkness over the land, this lasted from midday until 3pm, Matthew 27:45, Mark 

15:33, Luke 23:44,45 

The cry of triumph, around 3pm, My God, My God for this reason was I reserved 

(left). Left has two meanings, to leave and to have remaining. God didn't leave him, 

that teaching is nonsense. The translators left the Aramaic words in the text to let us 

know they were unsure of the correct translation, Matthew 27:46,47, Mark 15:34,35 

Jesus refuses a fourth drugged drink, Matthew 27:48,49, Mark 15:36 

One of his disciples takes his mother, to care for her as his own, John 19:25-27 

Jesus requests a drink, this was the fifth offered to him, then he dies, Matthew 27:50-

56 (verses 52 and 53 are forgeries and can be deleted), Mark 15:37-41, Luke 23:45-

49, John 19:28-30 

A malefactor and a robber's legs are broken, then Jesus is pierced, John 19:31-37 

Joseph of Arimathaea buries Jesus, Matthew 27:57-61, Mark 15:42-47, Luke 23:50-

55, John 19:38 

Nicodemus and his servants wrap the body with spices, John 19:39-42 

The chief priests post a Roman guard on the tomb (Nisan 16), April 30, 28 AD, 

Matthew 27:62-66 

Women buy spices and oils and prepare to give Jesus' body a proper burial, which 

they had seen Joseph of Arimathea had not done, but were unaware that Nicodemus 

had done. Joseph was expecting Jesus to get up from the dead, so didn't give the 

body a full burial, Mark 16:1, Luke 23:56a 



 

 Post Resurrection -  May 1 - June 10, 28 AD 

The women rest on the Sabbath and go to the sepulchre near sunset, which would 

be the start of the new day (Nisan 17) May 1, 28 AD, Matthew 28:1, Luke 23:56b 

The earthquake, the angel rolls away the stone, the Roman guards shit their 

underwear. The stone would have been round like a ball, and would have been 

sitting on top of the entrance down into the sepulchre, Matthew 28:2-4 

Mary Magdalene goes to the sepulchre, then leaves to find Peter and the other 

disciples (Nisan 18, May 2, 28 AD, John 20:1,2 

Peter and another disciple run to the sepulchre, followed by Mary, John 20:3-10 

Mary Magdalene meets Jesus Christ, Mark 16:9 (out of chronological order), John 

20:11-17 

Mary returns to tell the disciples but they don't believe her, Mark 16:10,11 (out of 

chronological order), John 20:18 

Women with spices go to give Jesus another burial, and meet angels, Matthew 28:5-

8, Mark 16:2-8, Luke 24:1-8 

The Roman guards recover their wits and return to the city, Matthew 28:11-15 

Women give their report to the disciples, but are not believed. Peter returns to the 

sepulchre and is astonished, Luke 24:9-12 

Christ and the two men on the road to Emmaus, the men return and are not believed 

either, Mark 16:12,13, Luke 24:13-35 

He appears in the midst of the disciples, Thomas isn't there, Matthew 28:9,10, Mark 

16:14, Luke 24:36-44, John 20:19-24 

The Twelve, without Thomas, making eleven men, go to Galilee, Matthew 28:16 

Thomas is told about the resurrection, but doesn't believe John 20:25 

Christ appears to the disciples, and Thomas is with them (Nisan 27) May 11, 28 AD, 

Matthew 28:17-20, John 20:26-29 

Summary statement, John 20:30,31 

Christ appears to his disciples at the Sea of Galilee, John 21:1-23 

Summary statement, John 21:24,25 

Summary of events leading to the ascension, Luke 24:45-49 

The Ascension (Iyyar 28) June 10, 28 AD, Mark 16:15-19, Luke 24:50,51 

The disciples return to Jerusalem to wait for the promise of the father, the gift of holy 

spirit, which came on the day of Pentecost, Mark 16:20, Luke 24:52,53
